	Aims:

Main Aim: To enable students to improve reading skills by having students read an article titled ‘Oregon Woman Takes Advantage of Assisted Suicide Law’.
Secondary Aim: Students will practice reading by reading an article titled ‘Oregon woman takes advantage of assisted suicide law’ and answering questions of the article, writing advantage and disadvantage about an assisted suicide law on the board and writing a short essay about their experience of their family or friend’s weakened life and listing the sentences from the worksheet in correct order.
Personal Aim: I want to speak slower and louder, work on my timing and improve my teaching skills.


	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will practice reading by reading an article titled ‘Oregon woman takes advantage of assisted suicide law’ and reading some questions of the article.
Writing: Students will practice writing by writing a sentence about their opinions of an assisted suicide law and a short essay about the topic.
Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to some questions about the article from other students.
Speaking: Students will practice speaking by speaking to their class mates to help them answer the questions.


	Language Systems:
Phonology: Students will practice /w/, /t/ sound by reading a question paper.
Function: Students will write about their personal experience of someone who had a weakened life.
Lexis: Students will know the meaning of nausea, vomit, barbiturate, ballot, and Archbishop.
Discourse: Students will list the sentences from the article in correct order.   Grammar: None to discuss.



	Assumptions:

1. All students are upper intermediate.
2. Students know how the class is set up and run.
3. Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.
4. Most students know the meaning of an assisted suicide.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may need more time to read the article.
· Give more time to finish their reading and shorten the activity.
      Students may not have a personal experience about the topic.
· Allow students to answer question number two of the post activity work sheet.
      If time is short,
· Cut the post activity discussion short and only ask one student.
      If there is more time than expected,
· Give students SOS worksheet.
