	Anticipated Problems 

	Solutions


	Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
	Follow the task feedback circle: let them listen to the teacher reading the script again until they get the passage of the content.

	Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
	Chunk the listening. (pause-play-rewind-play-stop-play)

	Students may need more time to work on the idioms.
	If it takes long, cut the answer checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write on the board.

	If time is short.
	Cut the post activity discussion short and only ask 1 student.

	If there is more time than expected.
	Give students more time for writing their own profile.(SOS activity)
