	Aims:

Main aim: Students will exercise their speaking skills by sharing and discussing who the students think would be their love of their lives by activities.
Second aim: Students will share what they think is “love of life” and what characteristics they want their love of life should have. 
Personal aim: I want to improve my CCQ skill, and time management.



	Language Skills:

Listening: Students will practice their listening skills by listening to their classmates’ thoughts.
Reading: Students will practice their reading skills by reading what they have written on their papers.

Writing: Students will practice their writing skills by writing in main activity.

Speaking: Students will practice their speaking skills by speaking out what they think throughout the whole lesson.


	Language Systems:
Grammar: None to be discussed.
Phonemics: None to be discussed.

Discourse: None to be discussed.

Lexis: Discussion on “love of life”.

Function: Self- PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.




	Assumptions:

             Students already know:
1) How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

2) The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

3) All students are single and college graduates (age 23 and up)

4) Most students have been on a blind date




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

      P: Students may need more time to work on their profiles
      A: If it takes longer than 5minutes, give the students more time and make short on sharing. Maybe ask 1~2 students to share.
      P: If time is short

A: Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

P: If students finish their tasks earlier that anticipated

A: ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what want in a spouse.
