	Aims:
·  To increase listening skill by repeat listening dictation.
·  To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing one’s character and relationships by completing an idioms matching worksheet
· To predict people’s personalities by the first impression from their picture

· To practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents.

· To practice speaking about one’s experience by discussing with group members.




	Language Skills: 


-    Reading : Idioms worksheet

· Listening: The speaker’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for.
· Speaking prediction, comparing answers within groups.

· Writing : details (dictations), creating speakers’ profile,  



	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function : Self-PR and an advertisement for a life time partner

· Structure : Relatives clauses (usage of who)

· Discourse : Communicating about what am I hearing and announce about my blind date profile sheet

-     Grammar : To make a sentence correctly what someone look like




	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run (there will be  4 student groups at each table)

· the teaching style of teaching and the pace of the course

· Some students have been on a blind date.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

→ Follow the task – feed back circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they ge the main idea of the content

· Students may no be able to pick up details from the listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work on the idioms.
→If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board

· If  time is short

→Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a life time partner.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

	Procedure : 
1. related marriage idioms

Instruction

Work individually. Let’s read some idioms and select related about love and marriage. You have5 minutes.
Demonstration.

T: Look at the idioms. There are many kind of idioms card. You have to pick up like “every jack has his jill” , “love, smoke, cough can  not be hidden” 
ICQ

T: What are we going to do?
T: How many minutes do we have?

T: Are you working in pairs? Or individually?

T: Can you start when I say “go”?

T: Can you look at the paper when I give it to you?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

T: times up! 
Teacher check answers: let students write the correct idioms.

-Explain the meaning if necessary

-Elicit the meaning form students.

T: Let’s see the correct idioms. Wow you guys very good job! And your team selects all correct idioms!

2. Prediction
Instructions.
T: Look at these pictures. These are the 4 speakers that you will listen to. What’s your first impression of them? What do you think their personality is like?

T: Let’s see the picture.
T: What does her doing?

T: What does he think about?

Show the pictures one by one.

Elicit vocabulary used describe one’s character/ personality. And If you have a blind date first how do you have feeling write on the paper.

2. Listening for Details.

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

T : Now listen to the speaker’s saying detail.

ICQ

T: What are we going to do?

T: How many minutes do we have?

T: Are you working in pairs? Or individually?

T: Can you start when I say “go”?

T: Can you look at the paper when I give it to you?

(distribute the worksheet)

Play track 1.

Let students write answers as they listen.

T: Do you need to listen again?

♦ yes →play track1 again.
♦ no→play track2

(Follow the same cycle until finished with track4)

Now compare the answer with you group member.

When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them fill out the profile sheet on the board, including the speaker’ pictures.

Group 1, fill out speaker 1’s profile.

Group 2, fill out speaker 2’s profile.

Group 3, fill out speaker 3’s profile.

Group 4, fill out speaker 4’s profile.

T: Where this conversation is happening?

T: Who will be the speakers in this dialogue?

T: What is his or her occupation?

T: Where is his’ or her nationality?
(put the wall carts of the profile sheets and the pictures of the speakers on the board, while students are checking their answers with each other)

Check the answers as a whole class after the representatives fill out the profile sheets.
Listen to the track one last time.

If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.

T: If the speaker says fast, you can say pause and go!

Go through all 4 profile sheets.
