	Language Skills
· Listening- The teacher’s song and instruction and listening to others.
· Speaking- Answering teacher’s question and singing a song and role playing.
· Reading- Students will read the flash cards.

· Writing (SOS) - having a chance to write the target words.(worksheets)


	Target Vocabulary:

hat, shirt, pants, skirt, socks, shoes.


	Target Sentences:
· Put on your (target words).
· Take off your (target words).



	Materials:
· White board and marker.
· Small board and desk.
· 6 Flash cards

· Closet & clothes stickers (for doll)
· Two toy hammers (which can stick the clothes)
· Two boys and two girls doll pictures.
· ‘Good job’ stickers
· Many kinds of clothes (It’s a real one for fashion show)
· Worksheets (matching up game, and filling in the blanks)
· Pictures for speed game(SOS)


	Aims/Objectives:
· Main Aim: Students will be able to learn the target vocabulary and sentence by activity and singing the song.
· Secondary Aim: Students will be able to say “put on your (target word).” And “take off your (target word)”  
· Personal Aim: I want Students to explain their style of dressing by fashion show.


	Assumptions:
· The students already know the alphabet and they can read and write. 
· The students already know the clothes words.

· The students have been exposed to what I say in general conversation class. 
· The students can enjoy games.

           


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 
· If Ss can’t understand what I say, I’ll say it again more slowly.
· If I don’t have enough time, I will shorten my plan.
· If I have a more time, I will give a worksheet to do. (SOS)

· Flash cards.(one flash card can be divided into word and picture)
· “Who is wearing (target word) today?” song.

	Horse shoe
	Look at the flash cards and listen to the teacher.
Hat, shirt, pant, skirt, socks, shoes~
All students stand up
All students follow teacher’s dance routine and the song.


	OK~ 
Look at this. What is this? 

(Show only picture without the word. After answering, stick the word one by one)

[CCQ]

(show the flash cards to students)
What is this? (x6) (one by one)
Good job~~
We are going to have a song time. Stand up, stand up, stand up please~

(It’s a kind of rhythmical chant)

 I’ll show you one time. If you can follow me, you can do it.
Are you ready~?

“Who is wearing a hat (target word) today?

A hat (target word) today, a  hat (target word) today~

Who is wearing a hat (target word) today, a hat (target word)~ today~~” (x6)

(show the gesture to the students with a song)
Next time, it will be faster.
Good job, good job, good job~~

(It’s kind of rhythmical chant)




	Main Activity

	Materials: 
· Small board and desk.

· 4 boxes (it contains 6 pieces of paper in each box)

· Closet (which can include the clothes sticker on it) or something else.
· Clothes sticker (hat, shirt, pants, skirt, socks, shoes)

· Two boys and two girls doll pictures.

· Two toy hammers (which can stick the clothes on both sides).

· ‘Good job’ stickers.
· Many kinds of clothes.(it’s a real one for fashion show)

	Shape the desk into a square. And make some space for activity.
Listen to the teacher.
Answer to the ICQs

Get the doll dressed and then, take off the clothes
shout“put on your (target word) and then,“take off your (target word)
	OK~. We’re going to have a game~!

You don’t need to sit down.
Can you shape the desk into a big square? And then, push the desk back, please~
(prepare the materials for the game during that time)
I’m going to divide you into two teams.
One team is a girl team. And the other team is a boy team.

(I’ll use ’ABCABCABC’ to make 2 groups)
Who want to be a volunteer as a time-checker?

[instructions & demonstration]
One is ‘put on’ box and the other box is ‘take off’ box. There are six pieces of papers in each box.
Each team has to stand in a line. 
First person in a line has to pick up a piece of paper in the ‘put on’ box. Maybe that person can see one word. And then, that person has to say “put on your (that word-hat, shirt, pant, skirt, socks, shoes)” as loud as she can.
 And then, that person has to stick that clothes with hammer like this, get the doll dressed one by one. 
You can stick socks and shoes like this.(show how to use the toy hammer on both side to stick) 
After finishing six words, first person in a line has to pick up again a piece of paper in the ‘take off’ box. 
Maybe that person can see one word. And then, that person has to say again “take off your (that word) as loud as she can.
 And then, go to the doll and take off the clothes one by one.

I’ll check which team is faster.
[ICQ]
What are you going to do?

What will you do after picking up one piece of paper in each box?
OK, good job~

Which team is faster?

(check the time and I’ll give ‘good job’ stickers to winner)
Was it fun?

You don’t need to sit down.

	Look at the teacher and listen to the teacher.
Answer to the ICQs

	We are going to have a role play game~.

 [instructions & demonstration]

I am going to you guys into 3 groups. 
(I’ll use ’ABCABCABC’ to make 3 groups)

One person is a designer, and the other person is a model. Each group has to set their own dress code with discussing.
(put the clothes on the desk)

Each group can choose what they want to put on among these clothes. After collecting their clothes, the designer has to say first “put on your (target word)” to model one by one. And then, the model has to say “put on my (target word)”. And then, get dressed.
If you finish this all, each group has to explain their dress code and what is important thing in their fashion.

I’ll give you 10 minutes.

[ICQ] 

What are you going to do?

Who is going to say first “put on your~”? 
How many minutes do you have?

(Go around to check whether they say the target sentence or not.)
1 minutes left~
Times up~!!!
Which group will be first to explain their dress code?
(Let students have a time to explain their work)
Good job~ 
(give the ‘good job’ stickers to all students)

Can you shape the desk into horse shoe?

Go back to your seat~
