	Aims/Objectives:
· Main Aim: Students will be able to understand the story by Comprehension   

Questions, Story Song, and Storytelling by Scene.

· Secondary Aim: Students will be able to speak Target Vocabulary and Sentences 
by Matching Activity, Story Song, and Storytelling by Scene.

· Personal Aim: I will encourage students to be interested in the story by doing 

storytelling effectively. (Change Voices/Tones/Volume, Use Sound, 

and Facial Expression)


	Assumptions:
· Students are familiar with most of vocabulary/activities in the lesson and they will be able to answer questions and do activities with confidence.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students forget meanings of the story’s vocabulary and they ask about them, I will explain them again.

· If I don’t have enough time to finish all activities, I will delay the post activity (Storytelling by Scene) to the next class.

· If I have more time, I will give Target Vocabulary worksheets to Ss.

Now, I’ll give you questions about this story.

► Literal Questions
Q1. How was the slide?

Q2. What was the playground?
Q3. What were the ropes of the 
playground?
Q4. What was the slide of the 

playground?

Q5. Why was the lion angry?

Q6. Why did the lion laugh?

Q7. When the lion was caught in a trap 
by ropes, how could the mouse 
help the lion?
► Implied Questions
Q1.When the lion said “I shall have to 
eat you” to the mouse, how did the 
mouse feel?
Q2. If the lion had eaten the mouse, 
could the lion have gotten out of the 
trap quickly?

► Interpretive Questions
Q1. What does the story teach us?

Yes, we have to help each other.

The related proverb is “Scratch my back and I will scratch yours.”
Yes, a small animal can also help a big animal. The related proverb is “Don't judge a book by its cover.”
