	Aims:

· Main Aim: To enable students to improve and to practice their speaking skills by having students talk about the Olympic Games.
· Secondary Aim: Students will be given worksheets and activity materials to do unscramble words related to the Olympic Games and to tell the differences between two pictures through making conversation with a partner.
· Personal Aim: I want to reduce my TTT and to be clearer with giving instructions.



	Language Skills:
· Speaking Skills: Students will practice their speaking by tell the difference between two pictures with own partner and share own thought about who is their favorite Olympic star.
· Listening Skills: Students will listen to the teacher’s instructions and classmates’ thoughts and ideas.
· Reading Skills: Students will read worksheets’ directions and questions.
· Writing Skills: Students will write their answers on the worksheets. 



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Students learn the word Athlete, Torch, Torch-bearer, Olympic symbols, and related to the Olympic Games.
· Function: Students will be given a task of speaking who is their favorite Olympic athlete and why, and tell the difference between two pictures.
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Phonology: Students will learn how to pronounce the word Athlete and Archery.
· Discourse: None to discuss

	Assumptions:

· Students already know how the class is set up and run.

· Students already know the rule of English Only in the class.

· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are intermediate level of students.

· Most students have watched Olympic game.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Anticipated Problems

Solutions

· Students may be able to unscramble words related to the Olympic Sports.

· Students may have trouble to understand what to do and how to do the activities

· Students may take longer time than I expected in activities.

· Time might be short than I expected

· Teacher will elicit the meaning of the words from students and show the pictures.

· Teacher will repeat the instructions and make it clear with explain and demonstration.

· Teacher will give time warning to students consistently.
·  Teacher will prepare for SOS activity related to the Olympic true or false questions.

· Does the first place athlete get gold medal?
Making Pairs

Simply “gold, medal, gold, medal”
(Let student repeat after me) 

“All the gold moves to the left side, and all the medals move to the right side.”

Give instructions about the pre-activity

I am going to give you 14 names of sport cards related to Olympic games. You are going to match the cards with correct pictures on the wall chart in pairs. You have 2 minutes to matching cards to the pictures. Please do not starts before I say go”
ICQ’s

· Are you working alone?

“Ok, let’s see which team is going to get the gold medal! Ready? And Go.”
Give time warning

“1 minutes 30 seconds left… 1 minute left…30 seconds left… and times up.”

“Could you come up here and help me a little bit, Robin? Thank you.”
“Imagine you are the sport star and I am the interviewer. How did you feel when you get the gold medal at the Olympic game? (student answers)

Now, you are the interviewer and I am the sport star. What questions would you want to ask to the interviewee? “

Making pairs

Let each student pick a paper and make pair with same pictures.

(Tae Hwan Park V.S. Yuna Kim )

“Please pick a paper.”
“Find your pair.”

Give instruction

Pick a role. 

“One person will be an interviewer and the other person will be an interviewee who is famous Olympic star. Please pick your role. (Let student pick the roles.) You have 1 minute to prepare and 2 minutes to interview your partner. After that, we are going to change the role. Please do not start before I say go” 
ICQ’s

- Do you have time to prepare interview questions and answers?

Distribute sample interview questions
