Personal Aim : I want to be more confident and clear with my instruction. I want to improve my ICQ delivery.



	Language Skills:

-Reading : Students will read aloud through the idiom wall charts
-Listening :Students get to practice their listening skills through conversations
-Speaking : Students get to practice their speaking skills by discussing to match the idioms with definitions and also by asking questions.
-Writing : Students will write their own questions.



	Language Systems:
-Lexis : Students learn the expressions about food, and associated words and idioms
-Grammar : Students will be given a task of writing answers and speaking aloud the answers they found on the idiom worksheet.
-Phonology : Students learn how to pronounce the words.  
-Function : How to make food and asking some types of questions.
-Discourse : None to discuss.
