	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students talk about  “ Blind Date”
Secondary aim: Students will discuss Blind Dates by having students do a worksheet, dictation, and doing a speed blind date

Personal aim: I want to improve my CCQ, ICQ delivery.

                       I want to control timing properly.

                       I want to be more confident.



	Language Skills:

Reading:  Students will read idioms worksheet.
Listening: Students will practice their listening skill by the speaker’s short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for.

Speaking:  Students will practice their speaking skill by prediction, comparing answers within groups.
Writing: Students will improve their writing skill by dictation, creating speaker’s profile.




	Language Systems:
Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner

Grammar: relative clauses ( usage of who)

Discourse: discuss about 

Phonology: None to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know :

· How the class is set up and run.

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Most students have been on a blind date.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
problems

solutions

Students may not be able to follow passage easily.

Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they got the gist of the content
Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
Chunk the listening ( pause-play-pause-play)
Students may need more time to work on their idioms.
If it tasks longer than 5 minutes, cut answer checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
If time is short,
Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinion about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.
If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
 Do S.O.S activities.

What do you think they are doing?

Alright. They are doing a blind date.

* CCQS

- does blind date means I date with a person who I know? (ss: no!)

- does blind date means I date with a person who I don’t know? (ss: yes!)

2.Idioms
Now, you will work in a pair.
Lee and jiny will be a one pair. Christina and jane will be a one pair. And we have one more person. Melisa, you will be lee’s group. Ok?

(Distribute the worksheet)

 You need to match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Write the letter “a, b, c” in the empty boxes.
You have 4minuets.

(demonstration)

Look at #1…”right, it runs in our family.” So put the letter “J” in the box next to number 1.

ICQS

-what are you going to do?

-how many times do you have?

-are you working individually?
(monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask a question)

1minute left!

30 seconds left!

Ok! Times up!

Each of Students in pairs writes the correct answer on the board.

#1 already written by teacher.

	1. Listening for the main idea
 ( general understanding)
Then, let’s check your prediction as you listen to the speaker
(distribute listening worksheet)

You are going to listen to the 4 speakers. I will read the script once. Listen carefully what they are saying. And fill out the worksheet as you can as possible. 
ICQS

-what are you going to do?

- are you working in a group?

- are you working individually?

Ok. Let’s start.

( teacher read the script clearly 1 through 4 without stopping)

Alright guys. Did you get much information about 4 speakers?
What do you think about speaker1?

(same for speakers 2~4)
- Identify the pictures.

Compare with their thoughts from the prediction( if done)
-> just notice the differences

2. Listening for details

(human radio)

Now, we are going to listen to the human radio. I’m going to be a human radio. When you want to stop the radio, you say “stop” for pausing.

When you want to play the radio, you say “play”. Also when you want to rewind the radio, you say “rewind”.

But to play the human radio, I need one volunteer. 

( pick one student up, he/she will touch teacher’s arm when he/she hear commands from the others)

Try to answer the question in your worksheet as much as possible.

You are going to do it individually.
ICQS
-what are you going to do?

-how can you stop the radio?

-how can you play again the radio?

-are you working individually?

(start to play human radio and monitor students )
3. Discuss the answer

Have you done it? Now ,discuss the answer with your group members.
After discussion, You choose one representative to fill out speaker’s profile on the board.

Group 1, fill out speaker’s 1, 2’s profiles.

Group 2, fill out speaker’s 3, 4’s profiles.

I will give you 2minuets.

ICQS

-what are you going to do?

-how many minuets do you have?

-are you working in a team?

-let them fill out speaker’s profiles on the board. Check the answer as a whole class 

-listen to the script one last time

-if there is anything missing: pause the human radio there and students say it out loud

-go through all 4 profile sheets

(write scrambled word “ blind” on the board)

Everyone! 

What do you think it is?
(ss say: blind!!)
Alright. It is blind.

Thanks for your listening today!
