Problem

Solution

1. Students may need more time to work on the idioms
2. If time is short
3. If students finish their tasks earlier that anticipated
1. If it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short  by teacher calling the all answers. 
2. Remove a human audio; students listen one time through an audio or Cut post activity time short, do the speeding dating activity only one time, don’t move on to leftside 
3. Do the SOS activity.

Solve the idioms worksheet. 

Check the answers

	T: Every one! I will show some pictures. If you might know what these pictures mean, feel free to answer.  
(Show some pictures one by one
 Blind, date, love picture in order )
T: Right, these pictures mean the blind date. 
(Explain about blind date.) – Blind date is a date between two people who have not previously met. They don’t know each other’s information such as age, job etc until before meeting, like covering  eyes (show a blind picture to students.)
    So people call the way of date blind date. Repeat after me “ Blind date” “ Blind date”  
CCQ 
 -Is blind date the way to be able to meet new people?
-Does a blind person only have a blind date? 

-Do people meet Acquaintance through blind date?
T: You will listen to some people who are looking for their life partners. But first, you will learn some idioms the speakers use. 

Grouping

T: (point to each student) “Blind” “Date” “Blind” “Date” “Blind”. 

    Anyone who said blind move to this side. The others move to opposite side

(because members are an odd number , one group has 2 students, the other group has 3 students

T: Now, you will solve the idioms work sheet  in group. 
You will match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Write the letter “a,b,c” in the empty boxes. You have 5minutes. 

Demonstration

On board, teacher explain how to match using  # 1 after drawing this material’s form. 

T: Look at # 1… “right, it runs in our family.’ So put the letter “j” in the box next to number 1.

	Predict about these pictures of people
Listen to 4 speaker
as writing down each speaker’s information. 
Share what they listen to without cheating. 
Make speakers’ profile. 

Go back to their seats and Listen to audio player on last time as checking at the profiles they made on the board; after that, students correct or write more with teacher.

	T: Look at this picture.
(tape them on the board one by one) 

You will say about this person freely.
  What’s your first impression of this person? 
What do you think his or her personality is like? What’s his or her job etc.
(go through until 4th picture)

(To predict each person enough, students talk about each picture     [about  20 sec]  before showing next picture.) 

T: These 4 people want to meet their soul mate through blind date. Now, they will introduce themselves to have a blind date
You will listen carefully to them as writing their information down on listening worksheet I will
distribute. 
You can listen to them twice. 

First time through audio. 
Second time through human audio. 

Teacher acts as human audio and reads the script. Unlikely audio device, Human audio functions rewind and stop. if you want to stop or rewind, shout “stop” “rewind” Then it works so. 
You work Individually. You start as soon as I turn on the audio.

(Distribute listening worksheet to students and turn on or read )
(Teacher [human audio] tries to read as fast as audio. human audio has only rewind and stop functions but not speed function.) 
T: you will share the information you took down on the worksheet  from person 1 to person 4. 
When you say your dictation, never say in word; you have to say  in sentence such as her name is Judy she is ## years old…
You can take down information you didn’t listen to while other students say their dictation. At last, you never  see other worksheets.  

You have 3minutes  

(Students can get some information by only listening)
(Monitor whether students share their dictation appropriately or not. ef) they say in full sentences or not, they are cheating or not. 

Give time warning: 30 seconds left )

T: Go!
T: You will make speakers’ profile on the board. First of all, you will pick out whose profile you will make(decided by lots; David, Judy, Chris, Sandra, Boom)
