	Aims:

1) Main Aim: I want to enable students to improve their listening skills by having students talk about, ‘Blind Dates’
2) Secondary Aim: Students will discuss about blind dates by having students do a worksheet, dictation, and doing a speed dating competence. 

3) Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking pace.
I want to speak louder.

I want to improve my ICQ&CCQ delivery.

I’d like to be more confident myself since I tend to be shy to student.

I’d like to expand the amount of STT.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read idioms on worksheets. 
· Listening: Short speeches of the speakers about themselves and what kind of partner they are looking for.

· Speaking: Students will talk about a picture of two people on a blind date and pictures of four speakers finding their partners as their own prediction. 
Students will read the script of the speakers’ short speeches out to their class. 
Students will have a discussion comparing answers within groups or pairs. 
Students will talk about themselves on a speed dating competition. 
Students will discuss about the advantages and disadvantages of speed dating comparing with others. 
Students will describe their pictures (picture differences 4A/B) each other to find out the differences from the pictures. 

· Writing: Students will fill out the blanks in ‘Love and Relation Cloze’ worksheet. 
Students will write down what they heard from the speeches of four speakers on the blind date profile sheets. 
Students will think about the advantages and disadvantages of speed dating and write it down on their paper and the board.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

Chunk the listening and repeat. (pause, play,& rewind)
Students may need more time to work on the idioms and it takes longer than 5 minutes.
Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
Time may be short for students.
Cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions.

Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 

Ask as many students as possible about their ideas of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse. 

(If students got married, ask them about their experience of dating such as speed dating, blind dating)
