	Materials: Board, Magnets, 15 Flash cards, ‘Home Appliance song’ lyrics wall chart, Mp3 player, One set of speakers, 15 colored paper bands, Velcro tape, 7 Blindfolds, Stickers, one apron, 7 envelopes



	Aims/Objectives:

- Students will be able to learn the new vocabulary about ‘Home appliance’ by singing.
- Students will be able to practice some expressions about housework.
- Students will be able to find out some unfamiliar appliances names and functions by guessing game.
- Students will be able to memorize lots of home appliance’s features by practicing with 15 flash cards.

Personal Aim

- I am going to talk to Ss more loudly and confidently.
- I am going to give instructions more clearly.



	Assumptions:  
    - Ss have already encountered some familiar appliances like TV, computer, telephone and so on.

    - Ss like singing, dancing and playing games

    - Ss already know the song’s melody of ‘Rudolph the red nosed-reindeer’
    - Ss have already played the ‘Guessing game’



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Ss might be unfamiliar with some vocabulary like stove range, micro-wave range, refrigerator and so on. Then, I will show Ss flash cards to display their features.

- There might not be enough time to progress through all the activities. Then, I will reduce ‘Main activity’ a little.
- Ss might have the wrong expressions on the housework. Then, I will give other right sentences to correct their wrong expressions.

Hi, Everyone~ How are you, today? 
I feel great, too. 

Eliciting
Look at me, please.
What am I wearing?
Yes, I’m wearing an APRON~!
Then, Who usually wears this around us?

Right. Our moms often wear it while doing house work. Can you tell me some house works that mothers usually do?

(clean the room, do the laundry, wash the dishes, cook food, iron out the clothes)

Wow! You are so smart!

Then, I have a question.

Our moms usually do the house works alone by themselves? There’s no help?

Yes, They usually use ‘Home Appliance’.

Do you know what appliances are related with house work? 

(washing machine, stove range, micro-wave, refrigerator, vacuum cleaner, dish washer, electric iron, water purifier)

Otherwise, There are still many other appliances just with our daily life?

(blow dryer, TV, telephone, computer, electric fan, lamp, air-con, hair iron)

Show Ss 15 picture and let them speak ‘Home Appliance’ names
We should put in 1 sentence like 

“With a stove range, we can cook food ”

Yes, That’s right.
Presentation
We are going to turn this song into the new one.
OK, First, Listen to me carefully.

Let me sing this for you guys. 

(T sings once)
Now, It’s time for singing together~!!

(T lead Ss sing this twice)
Then, who has long hair? Raise your hands~
Who has short hair? Raise your hands~

OK, Now Let’s sing this song once each.

(Each group sings once)
I hope you all learned some as well.

	Presentation
Now, We are going to play a game named ‘Ranking game’. 

This is the game of ranking home appliance as teacher’s order. 

Instructions
I’ll give each person some appliance pictures and ranking board. When I say an order, you have to follow it. For example, I say “What is your favorite item?” Then, you have to rank them from No.1 to 10. And share our opinions freely.

- How many people in a group?

- When I say an order, what will you do then?

Order 1. What do you think is the most important in our lives in general, not in personal?

Order 2. Which item is the best product in personal, not in general, and why?
Order 3. Rank them as their invention time. 

Order 4. Rank from High price to low
Order 5. When you get married or got married, What item is the most important in weddings?

	Eliciting

Did you hear of ‘Guessing game’?

Yes, It’s so much fun.

So, We are going to play the ‘Guessing game’.
Instructions

First, This is a pair work.

And, Let’s count the number. (1~15) 

The person with odd number, raise your hands!

Look at the right side!

That is your partner.

And you two do ‘Rock! Scissors! Paper!’

I’ll give you one bag each team.
Distribute one bag each pair
(paper band, Velcro tape, 1 picture)
Everybody, don’t open yet.

Only the winner will take out a blindfold.

And, the winner has to cover the loser’s eyes with a blindfold first. Next, The winner should measure your partner’s head size. And fix it on their head with Velcro tape. 
- What should the winner do first?
Now, The loser can take off your blindfold.

The loser asks your partner only 2 questions about the picture. 

The winner only can answer Yes or No.
- What should the loser do then?
- Can the winner say anything without Yes or No?
If the loser guesses her picture right, Change another bag to continue this game.
- If you guess it right, What are you going to do then?

After that, We can change the bag into another one. You have 1 min each round.
