	Aims:
Main Aim:  To enable students to practice and improve their reading skills by reading a text on terminal illness.
Secondary Aim:  To have the students learn new vocabulary by filling in the blanks, by reading a text followed by comprehension level questions, and by doing a role play.
Personal Aim: 
· I want to deliver clear CCQ’s and ICQ’s
· I want to give my time warnings in a louder fast-spoken voice
· I want to minimize teacher commentary
· I want to avoid showing my back to students while boarding



	Language Skills:
· Listening:  Students will listen to teacher’s instructions and to fellow classmates reading and speaking.
· Speaking:  Students will read each other’s comprehension questions and also speak with their partner during role play.

· Reading:  Students will read the main text, comprehension questions, and pre-activity sentences.
· Writing:  Students will be filling in the blanks and also write down comprehension questions.




	Language Systems:
· Phonology:  None to discuss
· Lexis:  Words and expressions on the worksheet and in the reading text

· Grammar:  None to discuss
· Function:  Expressing emotions and feelings

· Discourse:  None to discuss




	Assumptions:
· Students already know the teaching style and pace of the teacher

· Students may have had the experience of losing someone close to a terminal illness



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

1. Students may find more unknown vocabulary in the reading text than anticipated.
2.  Time might be too short to carry out all the activities.
3. On the contrary, it might be finished earlier than scheduled.

1. Ss will learn the vocabulary by doing the pre-activity worksheet.
2. Shorten discussion/review time.

3. Start SOS activity.

	Hello everyone!  Nice to see you all.  Did you have a good, healthy week?

T:  Do you go to a hospital to give birth to a baby – to a brand new life?
T:  In Korea, do you go to a hospital to pay your last respect to someone who has just passed away?

Ironically, a hospital can be a place

     Can you recognize them?

T:  Have we lost them to cancer?

T:  How about this lady, why doesn’t 

     she have any hair? 
T:  Does anyone know what Pink 

     Ribbon campaign supports?

CCQ’s:

-What do you call it when someone has an illness that he/she will be likely to die from?

-In this context, does “terminal” refer to 

 a bus terminal?  

-In this context, does “terminal” mean 

 termination of life?
T:  You will work in pairs.  You are “terminal”, “illness”, “terminal”, and “illness”.  All the “terminal” sit together here and “illness” sit over there.

T:  You will be doing a fill-in-the-blank worksheet, in pairs.  You have 3 minutes to finish.  You don’t start when I give you the worksheets, you have to start when I say “go”.
ICQ’s:

-What are you going to do?

-Are you going to work in pairs?
-How many minutes do you have?
-Do you start right away when I give you the worksheet?

-Do you start when I say “go”?

-T distributes the worksheets and says “go”.  T starts to monitor the Ss by going around and also checks the time.  T gives time warning out loud:  2 more minutes →1 more minute → 30 seconds → 10 seconds → time’s up.
T:  One with longer hair from each group will come up to board your group’s answers.  
-T asks the sitting member of “terminal” team to read the answers and T goes over errors (if any).
T:  “good job!”.  Please stay where you are, don’t go back to your seats.

	T:  Now, I have a text for you to read.  It is written by my friend’s friend during his final days of life.  You will read individually and you have 3 minutes to read it.  Don’t start reading when I give you the text.  You will start when I say “go”.
ICQ’s:

-What are you doing to do? 
-Are you reading individually?
-How much time do you have?

-Do you start reading right away?

-Do you start when I say “go”?

-T hands out the reading text and says “go”.  T monitors Ss’ reading and warns of time:  1 minute →30 seconds→10 seconds→time’s up.
T:  I will give you strips of paper.  You will work in same pairs to write comprehension level questions on these strips.  You have 5 minutes to write as many questions as possible. 
You don’t start when I give you the paper.  You have to start when I say “go”.

T:  Before you start,  I will board 3 sample comprehension level questions:
1.Where did Ray live? (literal)
2.Why was Dr. Sun trying to be kind to Ray? (interpretive)

3.What would you have done if you 
were diagnosed with terminal cancer?

(applied)
T:  No. 1 is an a literal question (you get 1 point for it)
No. 2 is an interpretive question (you get 2 points for it)

No. 3 is an applied question (you get 3 points for it) 

ICQ’s:

-What are you going to do?

-Are you working in pairs?

-Do you get different points per comprehension level?

-How many minutes do you have?
Explicit ICQ’s:

-Do you start when I give you the paper?
-Do you start when I say “go”?

-T distributes the paper strips and says “go”.  T goes around the Ss quietly to see whether they need help.  
T monitors the time and gives time warning:  3 more minutes → 2 more minutes → 1 more minute → 30 seconds → 10 seconds → time’s up.

T:  Now, I will bring each team a case to put your strips inside.  Then I will exchange the 2 cases between the “terminal” and “illness” team.   And you will read the other team’s questions.  And I will add up the points for each of you on the board.  Don’t start reading right away when I give you the strips.  You have to start after I say “go”.
ICQ’s”
-What are you going to do?

-Do you work in pairs?

-Do you start reading right away when you get the case?

-Do you start reading when I say go?

-T goes around with 2 cases to collect Ss’ strips, and gives each team the questions of the other team.
-T asks each team to read the other team’s questions, and following each question, T and Ss discuss which comprehension level the question is.
-T adds up the points for each group on the board and compliments the winning team - well done!

	T:  Please unfold the paper I have placed on your desk to find your partner.  Move next to your partner.

    Do rock, paper, scissors to see who goes first.

T:  I will give each of you 6 picture cards each.  Referring to all the 6 pictures, you will do a role play between a husband and wife.  If you received a female symbol, then you will play the wife.  If you got a male symbol, you will play the husband.    The name of the role play is “how do you plan to live a long, happy life?”  Each group will have 4 minutes each to do the role play.

T:  I will demonstrate for you:

-T holds up pictures of “money” and “happy family”
Husband:  I plan on living a happy life with you and with our two wonderful kids.

Wife:  Well, for a happy life, you  need to work harder to bring in lots of money, darling!

ICQ’s:

-What are you going to do?

-Do you work in pairs?

-What is the name of the role play?

Do you have to utilize the 6 pictures?

-Do you know what your role is?

-How many minutes does each team have?

T: Don’t start when you get the cards. The 1st team will start when I say “go”. And the 2nd team will start when I say “go”, after the 1st team is done
Explicit ICQ’s:

-Does the 1st team start when I give you the picture cards?

-Does the 1st team start when I say “go”?

-Does the 2nd team start when I say “go”?

T hands out the picture cards and starts the 1st team by saying “go”.

 T monitors the role play and gives 

time warning:  2 more minutes →

1 minute → 30 seconds → time’s up.

-T signals “go” to the 2nd team and monitors the Ss.  T gives time warning: 2 more minutes →
1 minute → 30 seconds → time’s up.

-T reviews the role plays with Ss, for any feedback or error correction.

-T writes down on the board:

MIRETLAN  ESSNILL

T:  You don’t start when I give out the cards to you.  You have to start when I say “go”.

ICQ’s:

-What are you going to do?

-Are you working individually?

-How many minutes do you have?

Explicit ICQ’s:

-Do you have the option to write as his wife or as his daughter?

-Do you start when I give you the card?

-Do you start when I say “go”?

-T says “go” and monitors the Ss.  T gives time warning:  1 more minute→
30 seconds→10 seconds→time’s up

-T asks the Ss to read their cards.  Depending on the time, T can ask 2 to 3 Ss to read.

T:  Good job expressing your emotions!

	T:  Stress can lead to bad health.  Thus, I now want you to work individually to complete the worksheet.  You write down 3 things (or people) you find to be most stressful to you these days, and you make a wish to “Jeannie in the bottle” to make your wishes come true.  You have 2 minutes to complete.  Don’t start when you get the worksheet.  You have to wait until I say “go”.

ICQ’s:

-What are you going to do?

-Are you working individually?

-How many minutes do you have?

-Do you start when you are get the worksheet?

-Do you start when I say “go”?

-T hands out the worksheets and says “go”.  T monitors the class and gives time warning:  1 more minute → 30 seconds → 10 seconds → time’s up.

-Depending on time, T asks 2 or 3 Ss to read their answers.

T:  No more stress!
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
