	Aims:

1) Main Aim: I want to enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students talk about, ‘Job Fair’
2) Secondary Aim: Students will discuss about job fair by having students share their past interview experiences, do a role play, and do a crossword. 

3) Personal Aim: 
I want to speak louder.

I want to improve my ICQ&CCQ delivery.
I want to become aware of error correction in post-activity.
I’d like to be more confident myself since I tend to be shy to student.

I’d like to expand the amount of STT.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read a list of benefits of a job and qualifications for a job.
· Listening: Students will listen to short speeches of the speakers about themselves and what kind of partner they are looking for.
· Speaking: Students will talk about a picture of interviewer and interviewee and a picture of job fair.

Students will discuss about the most important benefits of a job and qualifications for a job.

Students will talk about themselves and ask questions to get information from each employee on the job fair role play. 
Students will talk about their own companies and ask questions to get information from each interviewee on the job fair role play. 

· Writing: Students will fill out the blanks in ‘Benefits and Qualifications’ worksheet. 
Students will write down what they heard from the speeches of employers/interviewees on the job fair role play. 
Students will think about the most important benefits of a job and qualifications for a job and write it down on their paper and the board.


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: the terms of an event ‘job fair’ and ‘interview’.
vocabularies related to ‘benefits and qualifications’
· Function: self-PR (work experience, major, special skills, good points, bad points) and an advertisement of one’s own company on an job fair interview
  asking information to interviewees/interviewers

· Discourse: Introducing oneself/ advertising one’s own company to others.
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Grammar: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 2 or 3 student groups/pairs at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are adults (over the age of 25) 
· Most students have been on an interview and know what job fair is.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Students may need more time to …
Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
Time may be short for students.
Cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions.

Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 

Ask as many students as possible about their ideas of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse. 

(If students got married, ask them about their experience of dating such as speed dating, blind dating)

(If students do not have any prediction, I will elicit students’ concept of interview.

“What do you call when someone meet employers to get a job and find if they are suitable for a job?”)
“Yes, he is giving an interview. 

“Then, who is this person might be?

“Great! He is an interviewer.” 

I will point the interviewee in the picture. 
“How about this person? Can you guess who she is?” 

“Yes! She is an interviewee ”

	[Creative Grouping Technique]
I will make two teams (3 vs. 2) by having students say ‘Benefit’ and ‘Qualification’.

I will show the ‘Benefits and Qualifications’ worksheet.
[INSTRUCTION]

Work in group. Look at the list of vocabulary items and Guess ‘Which things will be BENEFITS from job and Which things will be QUALIFICAIONS for your job’. Fill in the blanks. 1 minute.

[DEMONSTRAION]

I am going to do the first one, promotion.

“The first one is promotion. Promotion is giving a more important job and putting you in a higher rank in the organization of your company. So I think promotion is benefit of a job.”
[ICQ]

“What are you going to do?”
“How many minutes do you have?”
“Are you working in a group?”
Before I distribute the worksheets, I will tell the students that they are not going to begin their work before I say “start” and they are going to begin when I say “start”
[ICQ]

“Are you going to start your work when I say ‘start’?”

I will hand out the worksheets to students and say “start!”
I will monitor students’ work. Answer if students ask questions. I will give time warning. But be flexible with time ±30 sec.

[INSTRUCTION]

I will tell students to board their answers.  (#1~8 for A group, #9~17 for B group) I will ask students to choose one person to board their answers. I will tell them just write benefits as B and qualifications as Q. And I will give them 10 seconds.

I will ask each group

“What numbers are you going to answer on the board?”
I will ask all students

“Students, how much time do you have?”
“Will two students from each group will board your answers?”
Then “Start!”
Time warming with students
I will check the answers
If students’ answer is correct, I am going to ask each group “___and ____, do you have same answer with group ‘benefit’ / ’qualification’?” 
If student has any wrong answers, I am going to correct the answers. I will board the right answers.)
I will give students some candies

(+ If time is enough

I will ask two students what the most important benefit/ qualification is. 
“_____, what do you think that the most important benefit is? And why?”
“_____, what do you think that the most important qualification is? And why”)
Thank you for sharing _____ and _____ . Great job!
