Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Laptop not be able to booting up

- Student may not be able to follow the passage easily

      Let them listen to the clip again until they get the gist of content
- If Students need more time to finish their activity ( Cut –off-plan)
      Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of next activity
- If Students finish their activity early

      Give Ss an extra task; make role-play each other

(Pass away, get over, condolence, funeral)
Look at this picture. Can you explain what it is?

(Ss answer “ died, soul, dead, dream”)

Please tell me what can you see and what is he doing?

(Ss answer “dying, gone….etc”.)

(write the pass away on the board)

Pass away means die. We can use this word when people natural death by sickness or their natural lifespan.
What about this picture? What is this?

(Ss answer “ card for funeral”)

Yes, (write condolence on the board) condolences are expression of sympathy to someone who is experiencing pain arising from death, deep mental anguish, or misfortune.
