Aims: 
- To practice listening to real-life speed of native speaker.
- To learn vocabulary and idiom for job hunting by matching vocabulary worksheet. 

- To be able to pick up details from the dialogue by checking quizs on a worksheet.. 
- To learn factors about crucial for job hunting by ranking on a worksheet.
- To practice speaking by sharing one another’s experience.
 

Language Skills
- Reading : read the paper(script) on worksheet.
- Listening : the speakers’ dialogue about finding job .
            listening to the other students saying through the discussion
- Speaking : prediction, comparing answers within groups, sharing individual’s experience.
- Writing : filling in the blanks and worksheets.

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know :
- How to work with pairs or groups
- The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.

- Most students are college graduates 
- Most students are interested in finding job.

- Some students have experience of job hunting or job interview.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle : let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of the content.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from listening 

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
- If time is short.
→ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinion
- If students finish their task earlier than anticipated

→ Give Ss more time to share their opinion

(Play tracks)
Do you want to listen again?

2. Listening for details and giving task
(Distribute the worksheet #2)
[ Instruction and Demonstration]
Look at this paper. Here are 5 questions for understanding details in this dialogue. You find the answers and mark inside the blanks. Work alone. You have 2minutes
[ CCQ ]
How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

What are you supposed to do?

Monitor discreetly. If Ss ask questions, just give them hints for the right answer. Give time warning : 1 more minute.
Do you need to listen again?
*Yes: Play track again.

*No: Have Ss compare their answers with group members.
