Materials:
- Key Vocabulary explanation worksheet (10 copies)

- Listening CD & CD player (Track 1 ; about 2 min)
- Listening script (10 copies)

- 3 pictures that are related to wedding anniversary including the right situation from listening

- Understanding question worksheet (10 copies)

- White board, board markers & tape

 

Aims:
- To learn vocabulary, idioms and expressions for describing certain situation and one’s character by selecting the right pictures that are related to the listening

- To predict people’s personalities from their feelings and way of speaking in listening
- To practice listening and speaking through real-life speech of people in certain situation

- to be able to think about main ideas and details from the real-life talk by answering questions on a worksheet
- To practice speaking by repeating teacher and discussing with group members

- To identify the relationship between speakers and acquire some useful expressions in real-life
- To raise imagination by thinking about one’s dream of wedding anniversary and telling one’s 
 opinion in front of the whole class
Language Skills: 
- Reading : Key vocabulary and listening script worksheet

- Listening : the speakers’ short speeches about the situation, what the problem is going on and 

what ideal things does the one speaker want
- Speaking : prediction, comparing answers with partner and discussing opinions.

- Writhing : details, own opinions
Language Systems:
- Lexis : idioms and vocabularies used in describing people’s personalities, present feelings and 

various situations
- Phonology : pronounce idioms that include many syllables

- Function : self opinion and telling the letter for future lifetime partner 
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know : 

- how the class is set up (There will be 2 student at each desk)


- the teacher’s style of teaching and procedure of the course

- all students are single, not celibates and college students (Age 20 and up)


- most students have dreamed about wedding and wedding anniversary
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
     - Students may not be able to understand the instruction easily
 > Let them listen to the instruction again, replace the difficult word or sentence to easier 

ones to get the ideas, use gestures and chunk the explanation

   - Students may not be able to find out details from the listening
 > Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

 > Use some visual aids to describe

     - If students take more time to finish their tasks than anticipated,
 > Ask students to finalize the idea and give time warning to complete

- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
 > Ask students more details and give chance to present their task to partner or in front of the 

   whole class

1-1. Key vocabulary
1) Instruction
Let me give you the worksheet. Try to guess the word, and then write the vocabulary and example individually. 
2) Demonstration

Do you know the word that is not new, and used by someone else before. It starts with “s”. Can anyone guess? Write the word “secondhand” and “My mom always buys secondhand clothing at a discount shop to save money.” as an example.
3) CCQ
- Are you working alone?

- What do you write on the worksheet?

1-2. Idioms
1) Instruction
Let me give you the worksheet. Try to guess the idiom, and then write the idiom and example individually. 
2) Demonstration

When we very rarely do something, we can call this case as “once in a blue moon” Have you ever heard of this idiom before? Write the idiom “once in a blue moon” and “We go out to a nice restaurant once in a blue moon.” as an example.
3) CCQ

- Are you working alone?

- Can you make a sentence using “once in a blue moon”?
2. Prediction
Introductions

Look at these 3 pictures. These are the 2 speakers that you will 
listen to. How can you describe each picture? What situation can you see? As you can see the facial expression of wife in each picture, can you predict her present feeling? Describe each speaker’s character and personality.

	1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)
Instructions

We are going to listen to husband and wife’s talking. Think about the personality and feeling of each speaker. Listen for the general information of the situation. You are not allowed to take note, just listen with eyes closed.

CCQ
Can you write something?

What are you supposed to find out from speakers?

Are there 4 speakers in the listening?

What is the relationship between two speakers?
(Play track without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?
> Yes : Let them listen on more time

> No : Let them share their thoughts

Show students the pictures of different situation in wedding anniversary (happy face with both husband and wife, wife with angry face and husband with depressed face, wife with tears in her eye with a lot of presents)

Identify the pictures.

Select the right situation picture and compare with their thoughts from the prediction (if done)

2. Listening for Details

Instructions

Now, listen to the conversation more carefully this time. Answer the five questions on the worksheet while you are listening. Work individually.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?
Are you working with pairs or groups?

How many questions are in the worksheet?

Play track

Let students answer the questions while listening

Do you need to listen again?

    > Yes : Play track again with reading the script
    > No : find out correct answers and write more details
Now, compare the answers with your partner. If the answer is same as your partner, then talk about more details and explain why you chose that answer. Ask questions that are related to the conversation.(Does wife want just normal seats in airplane and hotel?, Does wife wear new clothing?, How many things does wife require to her husband? …)

Check the answers and ask details as a whole class when everyone finishes. Listen to the track one last time with reading script. If there is anything missing : pause the CD right there and let students know about the certain situation.
