Materials:
 - Key-vocabularies & idioms list (13 copies)
 - Listening worksheet (13 copies)

 - 4 different pictures of greetings from 4 different countries
 - 3 characters’ pictures
 - White board, board markers & tape
 

Aims:
 - To learn new vocabularies and idioms
 - To learn different cultures from different countries
 - To predict people’s relationships by the first impression of their     pictures
 - To practice listening to real-life conversation of people
 - To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real-life conversation by answering details questions on a worksheet
 - To practice speaking by discussing with group members
 

Language Skills:
 - Listening: A real-life conversation of two people about giving some advices for meeting new people with different culture
 - Speaking: Talking about different cultures, meeting new people, prediction, comparing answers within groups, discussing own opinions within groups
 - Reading: Listening worksheet
Language Systems:
 - Lexis: words and words’ meanings, idioms used in certain situations
 - Function: asking for advice, greetings, giving advice
 - Discourse: discuss about customs and cultures in other countries
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know:
 - all students have been to at least one foreign country in their lives
 - how the class is set up and run (there will be group discussions)
 - nobody knows how to speak German
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
  - Students may not be able to follow the conversation easily
-> Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
  - Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
-> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
  - Students may need more time to work on eliciting vocabularies
-> If it takes longer than you thought, write the words on the board and explain the meanings with examples
  - If time is short
-> Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about their cultural mistakes when they were in abroad
  - If students finish their task earlier than anticipated,

-> give more time for post-activity and increase Student Talking Time

	Good morning everyone, how are you? I heard Natalie went to Australia over the weekend. Did you have a chance to meet with some new people? So, here’s a question for you all. What do you usually do when you meet someone for the first time in a foreign country?
(Elicit the important greetings & write them on the board)
Ok, so today, we will listen to a conversation of two people about how to greet people in a foreign country. But first, we will learn some new vocabularies and idioms used in the conversation and various greeting ways in different countries.

I. Key-vocabularies and idioms
Elicit the words and idioms from students by using examples. 

Explain the meaning if necessary.

(Distribute the list of Key-vocabularies & idioms)

II. Different Greeting Ways in Different Countries
(Tape greeting pictures on the board)
Instruction
Work in pairs. Discuss which picture describes which country with your partner. You have 3min.
Demonstration
Look at the first picture here. What are these people doing in this picture? Right, they nod with putting their hands together in front of their faces. Yes, they are Chinese. So it’s China.
CCQ
Are you working alone?
How much time do you have?

What will you guess?
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions. Give time warning: 1 min left.
Be flexible with time. Give 1 more min if they need it.
Check answers: 
 - Share the answers by asking each pair each answer. 

 - Ask them why they chose their answers. Elicit different cultures from students.
 - Explain different cultures in different countries if necessary
II. Prediction
Instructions
Look at these pictures on the board. They are 3 characters in the conversation that you will listen to. What’s your first impression of their relationships? They are from different countries. Which country do you think they come from? 
If the students don’t answer the question, pick some random students and ask the question again. Elicit lots of possible relationships and county names from students.
Check your predictions as you listen to the conversation.

	1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)
Instructions
Put your pens down. Listen to the conversation of two people. Think about first impression of 3 characters. What do you think their relationship is like? Listen for the general understanding of the situation.
CCQ
Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think about?
(Reading out loud the conversation of two people)

Do you think they are from the same country?

What do you think about the 3 characters’ relationship?

(Read again if the students can’t answer or if they say they want to listen again)

Show students the 3 characters again. 

Which country do you think does this person come from? 

Which country’s greeting are they talking about?
Identify their nationalities and the situation.

Compare with their thoughts from the prediction (if done)
2. Listening for Details
Instructions

Now read questions on your worksheet. 

Listen again to the conversation and answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen.

Work individually.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working with your partner?

(Distribute listening worksheet)
Read again.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Read again if students require.

Now compare the answers with your group members. 

Let them discuss the answers freely.

Monitor them while they discuss. 

Give them time warning. One minute left.

Check the answers by asking each group one by one. 

Read the conversation for the last time. 

If there is anything missing: read the missing part and have the students repeat the part.

Instruction

Discuss the do's and don'ts that visitors should be aware of when visiting your country with your group members. CCQ

Are you working alone?

For how long?

Monitor actively and participate within each group.

Share the students opinion as a whole class

Elicit today’s vocas and idioms from students.

Elicit different cultures from students.

Give homework
Write one sentence for each vocas and idiom you learned today by using situation you are in a foreign country.
