Materials:

- Pre-teach vocabulary worksheet (12 copies)
- Listening CD & CD player 
- Pictures for eliciting ‘flea market’ 

- Listening (Fill-in-the blanks) worksheet (12 copies each)
- White board, board markers & tape

 

Aims:

- To enable students to improve their listening skills by repeat listening the dialogue 
- To practice listening to real-life conversation at market place by filling in the blanks on the worksheet
- To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced conversation by answering details questions 
- To practice speaking by discussion with a pair/in small groups
- To practice illustrating one’s own opinions and ideas by writing a post-productive task
 

Language Skills:

- Reading: fill in the blank worksheet
- Listening: the speakers’ short conversation which happened in a street market
- Speaking: prediction, comparing answers with pairs
- Writing: details (dictation), answer the questions on a worksheet
Language Systems:

- Lexis: Vocabularies and idioms used in bargaining at a street market 
- Function: Communication when buying or selling things in a real life
- Discourse: Negotiation to haggle over the price
 Assumptions about Students:
Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run 

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- have certain experiences and knowledge on bargaining in a street market
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily 
➞ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them to the tracks again until they get the gist of the context

- Student may not able to pick up details from the listening

➞ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- If it takes longer than 5 minutes

➞ Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of boarding
- If Ss finish their task earlier than anticipated,
➞ Ask as many students as possible about their ideas related to the topic

	Procedure:
1. Eliciting
(Pictures which searched on ’flea market’ shown on the board.)
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Instruction
What kinds of items would you find being sold at a flea or street market? 

Have you ever haggled over the price at a flea market?
Are you good at bargaining?

(Elicit vocabularies related to the flea market and write them on the board) 

2. Pre-teach vocabulary
Instructions
Work with your partner. Match the 5 words to the blank in each sentence. You have 3 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

CCQ
Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

How many words you have to match?
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 30 seconds left

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it

 - Go through the vocabularies one by one
 - Elicit the meaning from student

 - Explain the meaning if necessary

Merchant: Well hi there. What are you looking for today? 

Customer: Uh, I'm just looking. 

Merchant: Well, how about a ring for someone special? 

Customer: There is no one special. 

Merchant: Well, take a look at this CD player. A great bargain today only. 

Customer: Nah. I already have one, plus the handle is cracked. 

Merchant: Okay. Well what about this genuine leather jacket? It would look great on you. 

Customer: Hum. Let me take a look at it. 

Merchant: Sure. 

Customer: Umm. There are stains on the sleeves. I'll pass. 

Merchant: Well okay. Well, wouldn't you like to walk home with some of these great records? Some of the best hits from the 1960's. 

Customer: Yeah, let's see. [Yeah] Now here's something I'd . . . Ah, these records are scratched. 

Merchant: [Laughter] Just in a couple places. Listen. I'll sell you these ten records for fifty dollars. A steal! 

Customer: Whoa! They're way too expensive. I'll give you twenty-five bucks for them. 

Merchant: Ah, come on. I can't charge you less than thirty dollars and break even. 

Customer: Well, that guy over there is selling similar records for a much better price [Ah!], so thanks anyway. 

Merchant: Wait, wait, wait, wait. You drive a hard bargain. Twenty-eight dollars, and that's my final offer. 

Customer: Huh . . . I'll think about it. 

Merchant: Wait, wait, wait, wait. Listen. I'll even throw in this vase. 

Customer: Now what am I going to do with a vase? 

Merchant: Well, you can give it to that someone special when you find her. . . and this ring would look great with it. 

Customer: Oh, I'll stick with the records. 

Key Vocabulary
· steal (noun): a great bargain
- For only $10, that radio is a steal. 

· buck (noun): one dollar (informal)
- Hey. Can you loan me a few bucks until the end of the week? 

· break even (verb): end up with no profit or loss at the end of some business activity
- Business was good yesterday at the store, but in the end, we barely broke even. 

· drive a hard bargain (idiom): expect a lot for what you pay for
- She drives a hard bargain whenever she sells clothing in the outside marketplace. 

· throw in (phrasal verb): add or include
- I'll buy the ring if you throw in the necklace too.

· stick with (phrasal verb): stay with, not changing to something else
- Although that is a nice jacket, I think I'll stick with the one a bought yesterday. I don't need two jackets. 
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
