Aims:
- Use a Pictures material to eliciting the new vocabulary.
- To be able to identify main idea and specific information of the dialogue while listening.

- Student’s ability to find correct words to fix in the sentence while listening.

- To increase listening skill by repeat listening dictation.

- To practice speaking practice with the personal experience to share by discussing with group members.
- Students will be able to write their opinion by making own dialogue of topic.
 
Language Skills:
- Listening: The teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary related to funeral

- Reading: Read a worksheet

- Writing: details (dictations), create one’s own dialogue

- Speaking: Answers about the teacher’s question, giving one’s individual opinion
Language Systems:
- Phonology: Practicing new vocabulary
- Discourse: communicating and sharing about personal opinion and experience
 
Assumptions about Students:
- Students can understand the questions on the work sheets

- Students have experience about natural disaster

- Students cannot speak fluently but enough to participate the class discussion

- Students already known the teaching style of teaching and the pace of the course
 
Possible Problems and Solutions:
☞ Students may not be able to catch up the details from the listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

☞ Students may need more time to finish their activity 

→ Need to be time management in the class. Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their experience.

☞ If most Students finished their activity too fast
   → Give more information about topic (showing picture 2 and watching plan B)
