Aims:
 -Main Aim

: Through this lesson, the students will improve their understanding of American culture.

-secondary aim

: To learn vocabulary and expressions for getting information and situation by checking an idioms multiple choice questions 
:In this lesson I will teach the students to correct time and where.

 

Language Skills:
-Reading: question worksheet and listening worksheet
-listening : the speaker’s short announcement, the partner say, and the teacher speaks 
-speakng : elicit from prediction words, simple questions, and discussion.
-writing : creating students’ own sentence by using key vocabulary
Language Systems:
-phonology : listening to real-life, conversational sentences
-lexis : key vocabulary used in travel situation

-function : how to use the languages in sentence
-discurse : relative clauses
-grammar : none to discuss
 

Assumptions about Students:
- All students know how the class is set up and run 
- The students of the class can very routine social demands. Understands simple learned phrases easily and some new simple phrase containing familiar vocabulary, spoken slowly with frequent repetition.
- Students can read and write simple material on familiar topics.

- All students are adults
- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
-If students are not able to follow the passage easily

:“Conversational Dialogue” is necessary for students to follow the passage easily.
-Student many not be able to pick up details form the listening
: Chunk the listening (pause–play-pause-play)

-If time is short

: Choose 1 or 2 volunteers to share their opinions if running out over time. 

- If the students finished earlier than expected
: Give the student speaking time more

	Good morning everyone. How are you today? Are you excited to go to New York trip on next Sunday? Where do you want to visit? How to go to there? Would you rather stay in a big hotel, a small inn?  How many do you need money? Here is a question for you all.
( Elicit  the important qualities & write them on the board)
OK. We will listen to the conversation. You can find that flights and hotels compare prices and find the best travel deals within your budget.
First, we will check useful key vocabulary.

Look at these pictures. What is this? Where is it? Can it fly? How do you call it? Do you know another word? Have you ever been there?
Elicit vocabularies used to describe one’s main words.
(write students answers on the board)

Check your predictions as you listen to the speakers.

 Work individually. Check your questions by using key vocabulary. You have 4 min.
CCQ
Who are you working with?

How many minutes do you have?
(distribute the worksheet)
 Demonstration
(Each question has 1 min.)

 Look at #1.what time do they meet at the airport? “That is right. Everyone meet at the airport at 6:00 am.” So the answer is A.
Elicit vocabulary used to describe answers.
Next, how about #2? How will the group get to the hotel from the airport?

Do you have another idea?

You are correct. The correct answer is C. they will be going by bus.

(choose one student)

Where will they have a lunch? (Students answer it) do you guys agree it?. It is true that they will plan to do around Time Square for about an hour, so the answer is A. do you have question about this question? Nobody? 

Ok. Go to the last question. What is the group planning to do after dinner? Who is # A? Raise hand up if you check this answer? Ok. Who is #B? who is #C? Are you sure the answer is A?
You are great. The answer is A. 

Do you have any question before going to next step?

If you do not have, let’s think about main idea. It is more comfortable when you listening it again.

1.Listening for the main idea (general understanding)
Instructions

When you are listened the speaker, listen carefully the beginning parts. Think what does the speaker want to tell you?
CCQ
Can you take notes?
Which part is the most important this time?

(play tracks)

Do you want to listen again?

*yes – have them listen one more time.

*no – have them share their thoughts.

What purpose do you think about speaker?

Show students the pictures  again with key vocabularies
Identify the pictures.

Compare with their thoughts from the precidtion (if done)

- Just notice the differences

- remind the key vocabularies

Now listen this time. I cut the lecture into 5 parts each. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Write some important words on your worksheet if you need Work individually. 
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?
Are you working in pairs?

(distribute the worksheet)
Play track 1.

Let students write answers as they listen.
Do you need to listen again?

*yes – play track 1 again

*ne – play track 2.

(follow the same cycle until finished with track 5)

Check the answers as a whole class with listening worksheet.

Listen to the tracks one last time.

If there is anything missing : pause the player right there and let students say it out loud.

Okay, everyone. I want to review the first two days of our travel itinerary for the trip. Okay, yeah, please take out the paper that I handed out earlier. Okay. Uh.
