Materials:
- 13 copies of the text reading “I hate machines!”
- 13 copies of comprehension task worksheet

Aims:
- Students will get the idea of key vocabulary through teacher’s explanation, examples, and C.C.Q
- Students will be able to know the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering scanning questions

- Students will improve reading comprehension skill by answering true & false questions and identify questions

- Students will improve speaking ability by sharing personal stories with partner

- Students will improve writing ability by doing essay homework
Language Skills: 
- Reading : reading text “I hate machines!” worksheet
- Listening : listening to teacher’s instruction, demonstration / classmates’ ideas
- Speaking : sharing personal story with partner

- Writhing : answering true & false, identify questions / writing own personal essay by homework
Language Systems:
- Lexis : on hold, frustrated, transfer, furious
- Phonology : on hold, frustrated, transfer, furious
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know : 

- Most students have experienced trouble with machines

- Students are aware of unpleasant feeling in troubled situation


- Students are used to working individually and in pairs


- Students know how to skim and scan 
 

Anticipated Errors and Solutions
     - Students may not be able to understand the words hang up 
 > Explain the phone call by using gestures

   - Students may not be able to find out details from the reading
 > Give more time and chance to look at

- If students take more time to finish their tasks than anticipated,
 > Ask students to finalize the idea and give time warning to complete
     - Some students may finish the tasks earlier than others
 > Give them time to work on writing personal essay homework

1. Key vocabulary
Let’s learn vocabulary that will help you to read the text.
* on hold
a) Presentation
(Write ‘on hold’ on the board)

> Eliciting
- Can you guess what this word means?

- It means someone is waiting for person to talk on the

 phone call situation.
- Imagine you call friend’s home, and your friend’s mother 

answers the phone at the first time. She tells you to wait for your friends one moment. In this phone call case, we can say “I will put you on hold.” This is same as “Wait please.”
b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘on hold’ after telling the meaning of word)

- How can you say when you answer the phone from your aunt while your mom is cooking right now?

* frustrated
a) presentation

(Writhe ‘disappointed’, ‘discouraged’)
> Eliciting
- Can you think about synonym of these two words?

- ‘frustrated’ means disappointingly unsuccessful feeling. 
- Repeat after me. Frustrated.

- If you always have failure even though you do your best. 

 Are you frustrated or excited? 
- Of course you may be frustrated.

b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘frustrated’)

- Can you tell me when you frustrated?

- Imagine you couldn’t get the TESOL certificate, are you frustrated or okay?
* transfer

a) Presentation

(Write ‘transfer’ on the board)

> Eliciting
- Can you guess what this word means?

- It means move somebody or something to another situation or location.

- In phone call situation, “Wait one moment, I will transfer you to 
him.” is same as “I will make you to talk with him.” and ‘Could you transfer me to service center?” means “I want to talk to service center.”
b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘transfer’)
- In phone call situation, how can you say if you want to talk to manager of this academy?
* furious

a) Presentation

(Write ‘angered’, ‘fierce’, ‘enraged’ on the board)

> Eliciting
- Can you think about synonym of these three words?

- ‘furious’ means extreme anger.
- Repeat after me. Furious.

- If Japan keeps saying that “Dokdo is ours”. Are we okay? 
- We are furious.

b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘furious’)

- Can you tell me when are you furious?

- What do you do to relieve or calm down your ‘furious’ feeling?

	1. Guiding Questions

(Write 2 questions on the board)

- 1 skimming Q : According to the reading, why does the writer hate machines?
- 2 scanning Q : How many weeks did the phone company take to solve her problem?
Instruction
What did I write? Let’s read the question together. Think about 

the answer as you read this text. I will give you 5 minutes to 

read. Read individually and silently.

C.C.Q

- What will you do as you read?

- Do you read in your groups?

- How much time do you have?

(Pass out the text and run the task)

You may begin.

Feedback
Do you need more time to read?

( If yes : give 30 seconds extra reading time

 If no : have students share their answers in pairs)

What do you think about these questions?

(Have students answer to the questions and tell the answers,)

2. Task – part 1

Instruction

You will have a worksheet. Look at the part 1 only. There are true or false questions. Check if it is true or false as you read. 

It’s individual work. I’ll give you 1 minutes.

Demonstration
Let’s look at number 1 together. Did worker come to the woman’s house to install a phone line? Yes, we can fine the answer on line 2-3. So, it’s true. I will write “T” for number 1.

3. Task – part 2

Instruction
Identify who said each of the statement. Underline the part of text where you found the fact. You have 1 minutes. Work alone.
Demonstration

For example, let’s look at number 1 together. Who said “Remember, you can use our convenient website to solve most of your problems.”? The machine said, and we can find the fact in first paragraph on line 8. So I can write M for number 1.
