	Aims: 

· Ss will be able to learn vocabulary by doing worksheet
· Ss will be able to practice listening to the speech 
· Ss will be able to pick up details from the speech by answering questions on the worksheet

· Ss will be able to practice speaking their thoughts by discussing the main issue.
· Ss will be able to learn grammar(conditional) by answering a question in pairs.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: a short speech which is not a dialogue
· Reading : vocabulary worksheet

· Speaking: discussion about the topic
· Writing:  write down their own thought for homework



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: pronouncing every new word
· Lexis : learning new vocabulary 

· Grammar: conditional ( present unreal conditional)
· Function:  telling self-opinion if they were in a certain situation



	Assumptions:
· Students can speak and write in English enough to complete the worksheets.
· All students should be mothers who have their own kids who are teenagers.
· All students know the grammar of present unreal conditional.


	


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may have difficulty listening to a speech (reading a passage) which is not a dialogue.
→ Let them listen to the audio file again by doing “pause-play-pause-play” of each sentence in order that they are able to get the details of the passage.
· Students may not able to understand the instruction easily.
→ Let them listen to the instruction again or show them a demonstration.
· If students take more time to finish their tasks than expected 
→ Ask students to complete the idea and give time warning.

Transcript
Some kids start to drink alcohol at a young age. They think it is part of becoming an adult. They also think drinking is not that bad because so many people do it. They feel it is not as bad as taking drugs. It is easy for kids to get liquor by using fake identification. 

Parents may start to notice a change in their child’s behavior if the child starts drinking. Kids who drink sometimes stop doing things they normally liked to do. They may keep telephone calls and meetings a secret and not want anybody to touch their things. They act moody and do not have the same eating and sleeping habits. 

Parents need to stay involved in their kids’ lives. They should talk to their children about their problems to be aware of any changes. 

Parents can be the best protection. Children who get a lot of love can feel good about themselves. It helps them resist doing bad things even when other kids are doing them. Parents can also help set a good example by not drinking and driving. They can have firm rules in the home that everyone follows. 

Give the children good ideas on how to say "no" to drinking, even when they are at a party. Try not to overreact or panic if the child tries alcohol. How you handle it can affect their attitude. It may be helpful to talk to other parents about setting up curfews and rules about parties or other events.
