Materials:

- White board, board markers, and white board eraser
- Computer & Audio file (“Picnic preparations”- 01:54)
- Vocabulary worksheet (8 copies)
- Listening script (For teacher)

- Food pictures
- Fill-in-the-blank worksheet (8 copies)
- A4 sized paper: “We’re going on a picnic” [For group work - post activity (2 copies)]
- Exit slips
 

Aims:

- To learn vocabulary and expressions related to foods and drinks. 
- To learn to say containers and quantities in English. 

- To practice listening to fast paced conversation in real life, of English speakers.
- To practice picking up on correct details to answer questions on the worksheet. 
- To practice speaking by sharing ideas with group members in English. 
 

Language Skills:

Listening : Two speakers’ conversation about Saturday’s picnic. What foods and drinks will they take and how much / many of them will they buy for the picnic.
Reading : Vocabulary worksheet, fill-in-the-blank worksheet, A4 sized paper: “We’re going on a picnic”.
Speaking : Prediction, comparing answers with partners, sharing opinions / ideas with group members. 
Writing : Vocabulary worksheet, fill-in-the-blank worksheet, A4 sized paper: “We’re going on a picnic”.
Language Systems:

- Lexis : Vocabulary and expressions related to foods and drinks. 

Vocabulary and expressions related to food containers and quantities.
- Grammar : Future tense (be going to~)
- Function: A suggestion
Assumptions about Students:

Students already know

- how to say some foods and drinks in English.
- how to use “be going to~” form (They’ve practice already in the previous lesson).
- how to work in pairs and groups.
- the teacher’s teaching style.
- use exit slips.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be familiar with pronunciations, accents and intonations of the speakers. 

→ Play the audio file at least two times so the students can understand the speakers’ conversation better. 
- Students may find difficulties picking up on correct details from the listening. 

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play) so they do not get confused. 
- Some students may not be able to understand teacher’s English explanations when they do the vocabulary worksheet for the pre-activity. 
→ Try to use gestures and pictures more to help their understanding.
- Students may not remember the key words of today’s lesson when writing the exit slips. 
→ Read out the key words one time before they write.
- If students finish their worksheets or activities earlier than anticipated,
→ Ask them to double check their answers and give many students a chance to express their opinions and ideas about picnic foods.

	Greetings
Hello, everyone~ How was your weekend? The weather was fantastic during the weekend. What did you do? Did you stay home or go out? 

I went to the park with my friends and enjoyed the beautiful weather on Saturday. I left home around 10am so I could not have lunch. So I had lunch at the park with my friends. Here is a question I would like to ask you all. What foods and drinks do you like to have when you are outside? 
(Elicit the names of foods and drinks. Write them on the board.)
Well done, everyone! Now, we are going to listen to two guys who are preparing foods for the special day. But before listening, let’s learn some new words that the speakers use.

	1. Vocabulary 

Instruction

You will see five different words on your worksheet. Please listen to my explanations for each word carefully and match the words to the suitable explanations I have said. 
You do this alone so you must listen carefully. We will do this for 3 minutes and then we will go over the answers together.
(Hand out the worksheet)

Demonstration
Let’s do the first one all together, so you can understand better. 
Everybody, listen carefully. When you go to a supermarket, you can find cookies in here. Cookies are packed and sold in here. Which word do you think am I explaining? Yes, you’re right. I have just explained the word “package”. It was my first explanation so put number one next to the word “package”.
CCQ
Do you do this worksheet alone or with your partner?

What am I going to do for you to help you guessing the meaning of each word?
How long will you work on the worksheet?

Explain the meaning of each word using words, pictures and gestures. 
Students will listen and answer by themselves. 
Check answers: Pick one student at a time to answer each question. Make corrections if they make mistakes.
- Go over the words together.

- If necessary, help them understanding some difficult words.
- Elicit suitable situations where these words can be used from the students. 
2. prediction
Instructions 
Here are some food pictures. When and where do you usually eat the foods here? What foods will be good to have when you go on a picnic? Choose the foods from here. Also, tell me how much or many will you take.
Attach the food pictures on the board and ask the questions above.
(Elicit popular picnic foods from students.)
Check your predictions as you listen to the audio file.

	1. Listening for the main idea. (general understanding)
Instructions
Close your eyes and listen to the audio file carefully. You do not need to write anything on your notebook. So please put your pencil down. 

Try to listen to the food names and guess what is going to happen on Saturday from the speakers’ conversation. 
CCQ
Do you take notes while the audio file is playing?

What should you think about while listening to the two speakers?  
Do you want me to play the audio file again? 

☞ Yes : Play the audio file one more time for the students.

☞ No: Ask students to share their answers.
What is going to happen on Saturday?

What food names did you hear from the audio file?

Show students the food pictures again. 
What foods do you think the speakers will have for the picnic?

Ask students to compare the answers they got after listening to the audio file with the predictions they have made before listening to the audio file. 

Students will notice the differences.

2. Listening for Details

Instructions
Now listen to the speakers’ conversation very carefully and do the fill-in-the-blank worksheet that I’m going to hand out soon. There are 7 questions and some questions have more than one blank. There are 10 words in the word bank and you choose one suitable word for each blank. You can take notes and answer the questions while listening to the audio file. You work individually. 
CCQ

How many questions are on the worksheet?
Do you circle or tick when answering questions?

Can you answer and take notes while listening to the audio file?

Do you work with your partner? 
(Hand out the worksheet)

Play the audio file one time.
Students can answer or take notes while listening. 

Do you want to listen one more time?

☞ Yes : Play the audio file again.

☞ No: Let them answer the questions.
When everybody is finished answering the questions. Put them in pairs and ask them to compare their answers. They can share the notes they have taken while listening to the audio file and explain why they got such answers. 
Give them about 2 minutes to discuss. Monitor discreetly. Give time warning: 1 minute left.
Check the answers as a whole class. 

Listen to the audio file for one last time. Pause if the speakers’ dialogues are related to the questions on the worksheet.
Everybody answers the questions together.

	 Instructions 
Imagine yourself going on a picnic with your group members.
What foods and drinks do you want to take with you? What foods and drinks will not be suitable for the picnic? Answer these two questions and write your group’s opinions on this paper. I will give you 3 minutes.

(Hand out the paper to each group)
CCQ

With whom, do you do this activity?
What do you write on this paper?
How much time do you have for the discussion?

Students talk about the foods and drinks they would and would not like to take for the picnic. 
Monitor each group. Help actively and give some ideas if the students struggle to answer. 
Give time warning: 1 minute left.

One representative from each group will stand up and share his/her group’s opinions with the whole class. 
 Conclude lesson
Elicit today’s vocabulary for students.

Exit slip instructions 

Write three different sentences using the key words we have learned today on this exit slip. You hand in your exit slip to me as you go out. 
(Read out the key words of the lesson)
That’s all for today. See you tomorrow!

Picnic preparations (01:54)

Scott: Dave. I'm going to the supermarket to pick up food and drink for Saturday's picnic later. Any suggestions

Dave: Well, everyone has been talking about having a barbecue down by the river, so why don't you pick up some hamburger and hot dogs? 

Scott: Okay, but how much hamburger meat are we going to need? And hot dogs too? 

Dave: Uh, I don't know. How about three pounds of hamburger and a couple packages of hot dogs?
