Materials:
- Music from Buck’s music. (Let’ dance, Why don’t you love me, Shall we dance?)
- Substitution Table
- 14 copies of worksheet

- Board, markers, tape.
 

Aims:
- Ss will learn how to use Let’s, Why don’t you, Shall I (we) by listening to music.
- Ss will be able to get the form of Let’s, Why don’t you, Shall I (we) by explanation and substitution table.
- Ss will practice Let’s, Why don’t you, Shall I (we) through answering concept check questions and completing the work sheet.
- Ss will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in class.
 

Language Skills:
- Reading: reading worksheet to answer questions.
- Writing: filling out the worksheet.
- Speaking: drilling, sharing idea
- Listening: listening to the music, teacher’s instruction, explanation, and other Ss.  
Language Systems:
- Phonology: drilling
- Grammar: use of Let’s, Why don’t you, Shall I (we).

- Function: making suggestions ,offering
Assumptions about Students:
- Ss have some idea about making suggestions.
- Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching.

- Ss are used to working individually and in group.

- Some Ss may know the songs.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Ss may have difficulty in understanding the meaning.
→Teacher provides more examples.
- Some Ss will have a hard time drilling.
→Give Ss more chance to practice.
-If Ss need more time to finish their worksheet.
→ Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish their work.

Reflect
All the person in the songs ask us to do something with them
The guys in 1st song suggest us to dance with them. 2nd , to love her ,3rd, to dance with her, too.
Conclude
MEANING

Okay, we have just learned about making suggestion using “Let’s, Why don’t you, and Shall I(We).

If you want to do something with someone, you will talk to him/her to do something together.

For example, If I want to go Starbucks with Debbie, I can tell her like this.

“Debbie, let’s go Starbucks, and get a cup of coffee.”
“Debbie ,why don’t we go Starbucks and get a cup of coffee?” or 

“Shall we go Starbucks and get a cup of coffee.”
[CCQ]
What am I doing? Am I apologizing to Debbie?
Do I want to go with her?

FORM
These form-Let’s, Why don’t you, Shall I (we)-are connected with verb. But this form has a limited personal pronoun.
Only first and second pronouns ( I, We, You ) are available.

Let’s mean let us, so it needs no personal pronoun. Only it needs verb.

DRILLING
