PPT related to whole reading class lesson

8 copies of worksheet #1 (guiding question)

8 copies of worksheet #2 (skimming/scanning questions)
8 copies of worksheet #3 (detail questions : True and false task)
White board, markers 
 

Aims:
 - Students will understand key-vocabularies’ meanings through video, teacher’s explanation and CCQ 
 - Students will practice getting-the-main-idea-skill by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question
 - Students will practice getting-details-skill by scanning the text
- Students will check their understanding by solving the true and false task
 - Students will practice speaking and listening skill by sharing their thoughts with the class and doing post –activity game
 

Language Skills:
 - Reading: improve reading skill by reading the main text
 - Listening: improve listening skill by listening teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration and Ss’ opinions
 - Speaking: improve speaking skill by sharing thoughts and telling own their opinion in game based on the text
 - Writing: improve writing skill by answering worksheets’ questions

Language Systems:
 - Lexis: key-vocabulary meanings
 - Phonology: repeat key-vocabulary and guiding question 
 

Assumptions about Students:
 - Students know about the word rabbits
 - Students know about the body language 
 - Students have used body language in their life

 - Students understand dogs’ simple body language
 - Some students have pet at home or have raised pet before
 - Students know how to work individually/ in groups
 - Students know how to skim and scan
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
 - There may not be enough time to complete the lesson
   -> Play all video just main part and just ask one or two students about their opinion. Teach context vocabularies during group work time 
 - Some students may not have pet. So don’t familiar with pets. Also there are students who don’t like rabbits
   -> Keep drawing out interests from students by students guessing the body language of pets and rabbits what they need
 - Students may not understand the key-vocabularies
   -> Explain with synonym a, antonym , gesture , Eliciting and video

Hello, everyone! How are you today?
Do you have any pet at home?

I have a pet. The pet is rabbit

These days my rabbit seems strange, because she keep licking my hands and face. DO you know why rabbits lick human? 

I found it on the internet. Guess what!

It means rabbits fully accepted someone who they are licking. The rabbits are saying that “I like you!”
[Eliciting, getting interests]
OK,I want you to look at the picture and words. And think about the answer what will be with your partner. SO there are 4team in class. I will give you 1 min.
Give time warning and say stop. 
I want all team to Tell me own your answer about picture and words. If I can give you one hint then it is two words should come out for answer
First picture show all part of human’s what?

Second words are all about what? 
They are country name or?

Teacher write the answer on board “ body language”
OK ,lets see one video. I want you to think that “Is she speaking or not?

Also look carefully what is she using for expressing her needs.
Teacher show one body language from video and check students understanding what they know and don’t know.

Have you ever used body language before?

I will show 3 pictures of dogs body language. 
I will give you 1 min. Guess what are they saying through their body language with your partner.

Ok, stop!

Tell me your thought about picture.

Teacher listen all team’s thoughts and show the answer. We will learn body language of animals.

	 1. Key-vocabulary
Before I pass out the text, let’s learn some key-vocabularies first.
* Bulging eyes
Eliciting and CCQ
You will See a man named Dave.
Concentrated on  his eyes carefully.

How was his eyes? It wasn’t flat.

How about frogs eyes? 

Teacher draws frog’s eyes on board.
“Frogs have Bulging eyes”
* Thumping
Eliciting and CCQ
Look at the tail of rabbit in video.

How was it?

Teacher tap desk hard with hands
What am I did?

I thump desk.

“A rabbit thumping tail”
Eliciting and CCQ

*Ears laid flat against shoulder.

Watch rabbit ears how they look like

Teacher show gesture and draw picture on board(

“A Man’s Head laid against  her shoulder “
Teacher draws normal tire and flat tire.

*Quivering cheeks

Eliciting and CCQ

Watch rabbit’s cheeks. Moving or not

How is it moving?

It’s very cold weather. How is your body going?

Teacher show gesture.

My body is quivering.

*Motionless for long periods

Watch what a rabbit is doing until I stop the video.

Is the rabbit moving?
“ The rabbit didn’t move  for long time”
We can say that “The rabbit was motionless for long periods”.

*Aggression pose

Eliciting and CCQ

Watch what two rabbits are doing.

They were making fighting poses.

“ The rabbits make aggression pose”

	1. Guiding question
(Pass out worksheet #1)

On your worksheet #1,there is a question regarding the text. 
Let’s read the question together.
2. Do you think that understanding animals' body language is helpful for taking care of them well? And why do you think so?
Instruction

Work in pairs. Share your thought with your partner. I will give you 1 minute to discuss. 
CCQ

Do you work alone? 

How many minutes do you have?
Okay. Start.

Feedback

Do you need more time? Have you finished?
(If yes-give 30 more seconds/ If no-Share Ss’ ideas together) 
Let’s listen all team’s answer what they are thinking about the question.
2. Task A

Instruction

I will pass out the text and a worksheet.

So you will have total 2 papers.
First, I want you to look at the first worksheet #2. There are 5 detailed questions. Read the questions first and then skim and scan the main text to answer the questions. Work individually. After you finished, share your answers with your partner. I will give you 3 minute. 

(Pass out the text, worksheet #2)

CCQ

Do you work in pairs? (No, first individually then in groups)

How many questions are you going to answer? 

(5 questions on worksheet #2)

How many minutes do you have?

Let’s begin.
Teacher moves around all team  and check they understand context vocabularies or not and teach them individually if there are students don’t know well.
Feedback

Have you answered 5 questions? 

Do you need more time? 

(If no-check the answers by asking each group)
Let’s move on to 5 questions. Team 1, What’s your answer for Q1? ...

Say the answers
And Team 2 , …….

All team answer the last question together!
4. Task B
Instruction

I will pass out one more worksheet. There are true and false questions regarding the text. First, read the questions and then read the text carefully. After you finished reading, answer the questions individually. After you finished answering the questions, share your answers with your partner and correct false question to true question. I will give you 4 min.

(Pass out worksheet #3)

Demonstration

Let’s answer first question together. 

The question is “Rabbits quiver their cheeks when they are angry. Is it true or false?
?” The answer is on the quivering cheeks section. Check the first sentence.

Rabbits quiver cheeks when they are happy.

So It is false

CCQ

Are you going to work alone? (First read the questions and the text individually and also answer the questions individually then share your answers with your partner)
You don’t need to correct false question to true one? (NO, You should correct it if it is not true.)
How many minutes do you have? (4 min)

Start.

Feedback

Have you finished? Do you need more time?

(If no-share the answers by asking All team about their answers)
Say the answers.

How many minutes you can think? (30 seconds)
If you can’t answer then what happens?

Feedback
Give feed back  during game time after each team answering of the question.
