	Aims: 

· Ss will be able to predict the meaning of “should” by watching a video and doing activities
· Ss will be able to know how to use “should” by practicing the pair works
· Ss will be able to practice speaking and writing by doing worksheet.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to the song, teacher’s instruction, classmates ideas
· Reading : reading worksheet to answer the questions
· Speaking: asking and answering the questions, making a short speech
· Writing:  write down students’ opinions



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: drilling 
· Grammar: Modals- should

	Assumptions:
· Students can speak and write in English enough to complete the worksheets.
· Students have already learned the modal of must (prohibition)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may have difficulty using between “should” and “must”
→ Teacher give more examples and explanation.

· Students may not able to understand the instruction easily.
→ Let them listen to the instruction again or show them a demonstration.
· If students take more time to finish their tasks than expected 
→ Ask students to complete the idea and give time warning.

 It means we express advisability. The meaning ranges in strength from a suggestion(“This is a good idea”) to a statement about responsibility or duty(“This is a very important thing to do”)

For example,
