- Ss will be able to use ‘have something p.p’ by writing sentences about party preparation, answering worksheet 2 (making Ss’ own sentences) 


	


	Language Skills: 

Reading : reading worksheets to answer questions
Listening: listening the story at the beginning, teacher’s instructions& explanation, classmates’ ideas

Speaking: drilling, sharing ideas& answers 

Writing: worksheet 2, writing their own sentences on the board


	Language Systems: 
Phonology: drilling

Grammar: use of ‘have something p.p verb’ form

Function: describing situations that things are done by somebody else for us 



	Assumptions: 

-Ss are already familiar with (other) passive forms/ past tense/ present continuous form/ Present perfect form

-Ss are already familiar with how the teacher lead the class


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss may have difficulties in understanding the meaning 
->Teacher provide more examples

-Ss may not be able to finish their activities within the given time

->Give a little more time to Ss / Reduce the amount of the Ss’ work (skipping some of questions on the work sheets)/ Making final activity homework
-If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

->Asking the meanings of difficult vocabulary on the worksheets and making Ss who already know the vocabulary teach other  Ss who don’t know it yet

(Let Ss tell of each word and part of speech/form

3. CONCLUDE
Form
The form is have plus something plus past participle verb form

 (Write down Have + STH + Past Participle)

Have can be any tense such as past simple , present continuous or present perfect
Let’s see more examples

(Show the substitution table on the screen)

Ok. Listen to what I say and don’t repeat
