Students will be able to practice not only speaking but also reading, writing and listening. 
Students will be encouraged both critical thinking and self-reflection. 
Learners brainstorm for language related to personality traits and characteristics. 
Students will be able to discuss the character and write a short essay about a character their like/dislike, and read and respond to each other’s essays. 



	Language Skills:

Listening : teacher’s elicitation(teacher’s example of vocabulary, background information of the ferry.
reading : reading a article slowly

speaking : and ring and answering during interview

writing :producing, write a short essay about a character they like/dislike



	Language Systems:

Function : asking for information ,giving information
Phonology : correct the pronunciation (ferry, Vancouver)

Lexis : Be red in the face,  take a ferry(a bus, a train, a plane)

Discourse : discussing about own characters, find the classmates’ characters



	Assumptions:

some students may already know the vocabulary 
some students may already to know.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

some students may not be active in the discussion.

(encourage S by asking for his/her opinion of what others are saying)

Students may try getting into groups during interview.

(monitor and split students up who is doing this)

A man in the next chair picks up the candy bar and eats it. Then he takes the paper and walks off. The woman is too shocked to speak. Later, she goes to the cafeteria. She sees the man at a table, eating a sandwich. Still angry she grabs his sandwich and takes a bite, without saying a word. She goes back to her car. On the seat are her newspaper and candy bar. She never took them out of the car! She is really red in the face.
