	Aims:

· Ss will be able to learn to speak their opinion by discussion with group and debating activity.
· Ss will learn vocabulary related to agreeing or disagreeing by using some expression.( I agree, I agree with some, but not all, of what you are saying, I disagree, etc)
· Ss will work cooperatively in group by sharing opinions each other.

· Ss will be able to speak fluently through pair work and group work.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Teacher’s eliciting, examples.
· Reading: Reading worksheet.
· Speaking: Discussion with group, asking and answering during debate.
· Writing: Filling in the box in worksheet.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Correct pronunciation of phrases.
· Lexis: Agree, disagree, opinion.
· Discourse: Discussion and debating with group.
· Function: Expressing opinion, asking& answering question.



	Assumptions:
· Ss already know teacher’s style of teaching and the pace.
· Ss know most of vocabulary to present.

· Ss enjoy speaking activities with pairs and group.
· Ss have experience of expressing their own opinion.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not be able to brainstorm about expressing opinion.
-Give Ss some example.

· Ss have trouble with being involved in debate.

-Explain how to play his/her role.
· Ss may hesitate to start debate.
-Encourage Ss by asking for his/her opinion.

· Some Ss may try getting into groups during debate.

-Monitor and give Ss who are doing this a warning. 

· Ss may not be active in the debating.

-Give Ss open questions or play devil’s advocate.

Now, I will divide you into two groups. 

(Divide class into two groups, arrange seating for debating if necessary )

Group 1 will pretend to be ‘for’, and group 2 will pretend to be ‘against’.

Here is a debate topic.

(Hand out papers that debate topic written on)
First think about the topic individually, and then discuss with your group. You have 5 minutes. After group discussion, group 1,2, you will debate about the topic. I will give you 10 minutes for debating. 
[CCQ]
Who is group 1?

What will you do, first? Second? and then?
How much time do you have?

(When debating goes well, monitor discreetly; Note down Ss opinions and their expressions.

When debating doesn’t go well, monitor actively; 

If necessary, give Ss open questions, such as “why do people think women can’t perform well in politics, economics and military? Does it have any relationship with delivering baby or caring kids?” or Play devil’s advocate. For example, tell Ss like this:  The number  of servicewomen is much less than the number of servicemen)
1 minute left.
