	Materials:

· Different crossword worksheets  A and B (7 copies of each)
· White board and markers
· Computer and Beam projector



	Aims:

· Students will learn vocabulary related to Halloween by solving crossword worksheet.
· Students will cooperatively in pairs by giving and taking clues of answers to solve the crossword worksheet.
· Students will be able to speak fluently by explaining the meaning of vocabulary to solve to crossword worksheet.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: teacher’s elicitation, teacher’s example of vocabulary, background information of Halloween, partner’s explanation of vocabulary.

· Reading: vocabulary of crossword worksheet.

· Speaking: asking for clues and answering, discussion of Halloween.

· Writing: filling in blanks of crossword.




	Language Systems:

·  Function: asking for clues, giving information.
· Phonology: pronunciation of vocabulary related to Halloween
· Lexis: vocabulary related to Halloween



	Assumptions:
· Some students may already know about Halloween.
· Students enjoy solving crossword puzzle.
· Students know how to work pairs.
· Students know the teaching style of teaching and the pace of the course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

·  Students may mistake the information that they have to explain.
→ Ask students the vocabulary which is not sure whether they know or not.

→ Ask each student that student to explain to you what the vocabulary actually mean. If student is mistaken, correct him/her.

·  Some Students may not be active in the task.

→ Encourage students by commending what  they are explaining.

	Procedure :

< Greeting & Introduction of Task >

T: Good morning everyone! How was your weekend?

What kind of holiday do you know?
And which holiday is the most awaited to you?

(Ss answer… If anyone says “Halloween”, write ‘Halloween’ on the board.

Try to elicit that when is it, what people do on Halloween day.

T: What comes to mind when you think of Halloween?

(Brainstorming children, candy, pumpkin, ghost…)
T: Today, we will be doing crossword puzzle related to Halloween.

Halloween is the night of the 31st of October and is traditionally said to be the time when ghosts and witches be seen. So on Halloween, children often dress up as ghosts, and monsters.

	Procedure:
< pre-teach Key vocabulary>

T: Before the task, let’s check key vocabulary together.
Halloween is mainly a children’s festival in Americans.
It might be fun because they wear special clothes.

How can we call their clothes, using other words? 

(Ss answer … write ‘costume’ on the board)
T: Good! So children wear costumes as scary or unique creatures on Halloween.

Can you imagine what kind characters we can see on Halloween?

(Ss answer … Show the pictures and write on the board : ghost, witch, vampire/Dracula, Frankenstein, skeleton)

T: After dressing up, children go from house to house and shout “something” to collect candy. Do you know what they say?

(Ss answer … write “Trick or treat” on the board)
T: On the other hand, when you want to surprise someone what you say loudly and suddenly? 
(Ss answer … write “Boo” on the board)

T: Imagine that you go to old house where nobody leaves.
How would you feel?

What can we call that kind of house? 

(Ss answer … write “a haunted house” on the board)

<Instructions>
T: Great! Now I will be giving a crossword puzzle which is different from your partner’s. 

Do not show yours to your partner. Look at your words alone and think about how you will explain to your partner. If you are not sure meaning of words, let me know.

I’ll give 2 min.

CCQ

· Do you work alone? (yes)

· Can you show your puzzle to your partner?( No)

· How many minute do you have? ( 2min)
(Hand out the worksheet and monitor discretely. Ask the students if they know the meaning of vocabulary which they have to explain. After 1 minute go into the next section.)

< Instructions Continued >
T: Now we will do the activity. You work with your partner by turns.
( choose one students who will show simulation with teacher)

For example, OOO, Could you tell me the across #1 clue?...(Halloween)

                                       Give me more hints!

How can you ask to get the clues from your partner?

(Write on the board: Can you tell me the across/down #1 clue?/ Give me a hint…)

Try to explain your words using different ways.

After explaining, when your partner answers, just reply yes or no.

Student who got worksheet A ask first. Fallow number in order.

 I will give 10minute.

CCQ

· How much time do we have? (10 min)

· Do you work alone? (No)

· What do you say if you want the clues from your partner?

T: OK, you may begin!
