	Assumptions:
· Ss may already know the vocabulary presenting.
· Ss enjoy talking gossip and role-playing.
· Ss can express to use for telling a secret.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not use the appendix giving.
 ➞ Show appendix in PPT and encourage them to use.
 ➞ T shows the examples how to use.

· Some of Ss may not active in the discussion.

➞ Encourage S by asking for his/her opinion of what other are saying.

	Ss answer freely who are at a wedding.

Read invitation letter.

Name some of Ss and ask questions and answer them. 

<Role  cards>
Read their roll cards. 
Read the appendix. 


	<Vocabulary>
Who’s who at the wedding? Have you been at a wedding?


(Elicit the names of different people and roles at the wedding)
Bride, groom, best man, maid of honor, bridesmaid etc.
Ok, good. Look at this.

(Show wedding invitation letter. And ask S reads.)
You all have been invited to wedding.
CCQ) Who’s wedding is it?
Where is wedding place?

When’s wedding date?
<Instruction>

You have been invited wedding party. Let’s imagine you are sitting in the table. But you don’t know next person sitting together.

You are very close friends of bride. You know her a lot of secrets. You want share her secrets to other person. What do we call ‘taking secrets?

(T explains ‘gossip’.)

Ok, you will get the role-card. You will be the person on the card. You may be a friend or a relative of the married couple or their family. Everyone knows different gossip about the married couple and their family members.

And you will be sharing the gossip you knew and find out other gossip person sitting together.
You don’t know each other.

Please read the role card. And Let’s share their gossip with your group members. You 3..and 3..are together 
(Distribute roll-cards)

Let’s read your card. Don’t show your card to others. I will give you 2 min.
CCQ) What do you do?
Do you know the person sitting next you?
Do you show your card?
Monitor discretely. If someone asks help, give more information.
Ok, time’s up. I will give you some guidelines. Loot at this appendix. (Read them and encourage Ss to use.)
