	Materials:
· White board, markers, and PPT
· Picture worksheets – 14 copies
· Table worksheets – 14 copies
· Pictures of different clothing
· Banners ( Sometimes, always [everyday], rarely) to put on the board



	Aims:
· Ss will be able to learn the adverbs to express frequency while sorting the pictures to ‘fashionable now’, ‘old- fashioned’, ‘always fashionable’.
· Ss will work cooperatively in pairs by sharing information that is unique to each student.
· Ss will learn vocabulary related to clothing/ fashion from teacher’s example pictures.
· Ss will be able to speak about their everyday clothing by using frequency adverbs.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Teacher’s elicitation; teacher’s example of vocabulary; background information of clothing; other Ss’ responses to interview; other Ss’ opinions in discussion.
· Reading: Worksheets.
· Speaking: asking and answering during interview; discussion of clothing.
· Writing: Filling in information during interview. 



	Language Systems:

· Function: Asking for information; giving information; hypothesizing.
· Phonology: Correct pronunciation of clothes.
· Lexis: Pullover, scruffy, tracksuit, trainers, blazer, trousers, waistcoat, dungarees, braces, kilt.
· Discourse: Discussing which clothing is old-fashioned, fashionable now, always fashionable.
· Grammar: Adverbs expressing frequency by describing Ss’ everyday clothing.



	Assumptions:

· Some Ss may already know the vocabulary.
· Most of Ss are interested in fashion.
· Ss used to have memories about their fashions before and now.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss might have trouble acknowledging the pictures.
   Prepare bigger picture for those could be confusing.
· Ss may not be talking with partner but complete the worksheets themselves.

    Monitor class actively during discussion.

· Some Ss may not be active in the discussion.

    Encourage student by asking for his/her opinion of what others are saying.

· Ss take longer to complete their task than expected.

    Discuss in a whole class for feedback.
    Give time warning frequently.

<Vocabulary>
(Write ‘Fashionable now’ on the board.)
T : As __S__ said, _______ is a hot item for this moment, you can say _______ is~? 

S :  fashionable now.”
(Write ‘Old-fashioned’)

T : Did you see people wearing cowboy boots now a days? 

S: No.

T : So you can say cowboy boots are out of date or old-fashioned.

(Write ‘Always fashionable’)
T : What are some items you can wear everyday and 10 years from now?

S : baseball cap, jeans..

T : Yes, they can be sorted as always fashionable.
“Okay, now please arrange the clothes written in word bank to three columns with your partner.”
<CCQs>
· Do you work alone?

· What will you do?
T : “Okay, you may begin.”
T : “30 seconds left.”
    “Do you need more time?”
· Yes, give one more minute.
