	Materials:

- Tom Cruise’s picture
- White board and markers
- 13 Role cards (One for each student)



	Aims:

- Students will be able to practice Present simple, past simple & past progressive tense by describing their imagined life to other students
- Students will learn vocabulary related to daily life situation
- Students will be able to speak fluently by interviewing and answering



	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to the teacher’s elicitation, examples of vocabulary, teacher’s instructions and other students’ imagined celebrity life style
- Reading: Role card
- Speaking: Giving a speech about their imagined life style, interviewing & answering other students
- Writing: Taking some notes during interview



	Language Systems:

- Function: asking for information; giving information; hypothesizing
- Phonology: correct pronunciation of celebrities’ names
- Lexis: routine, imagine and fabulous
- Discourse: asking and answering during interview
- Grammar: present simple, past simple and past progressive tense



	Assumptions:

- Students may already know about famous people
- Students have interests in their personal lives



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may don’t know a few celebrities
-( If it pass more than one minute, write the name on the board and explain who he/she is (e.g. famous movies or series he/she was in) 
- Some students may not be active and don’t interview the person in the front.
-( Pick silent student and tell her/him to ask a question
- Students may find out who they are earlier than anticipated
-( Give them another short task

- Brainstorm vocabulary for describing one’s life style
	[Greeting]
Hello, everyone! Did you guys have fun on the weekend? What did you do? Has anyone watched a movie? 

[Lead-In]
Are there any famous people you guys like? (brainstorm celebrity names)

Ask them ‘why’

(Show Ss Tom Cruise’s picture) 

Do you guys know who he is? Can anyone recognize him?
Does anyone know anything about him?
(Actor, movie star, rich, divorced 3 times, short)

Based on his personal information, can you guys tell me what he might have done last weekend or yesterday? Just imagine what would he do usually.
(Went to a film shooting site in L.A./ flied to Italy and had breakfast there then had lunch in London then dinner in Paris)

[Eliciting Vocabulary]
*Routine: daily, everyday, usual, ordinary
*Fabulous: Wonderful/excellent/superb
/fantastic/amazing
[Instruction of Task]
Today we are going to do interview each other.

Each one of you will take turn to be a famous person and other students will interview the person in the front to guess who the person is.
But when it’s your turn to be a famous person, you need to tell others about your daily life. To give others some tips before they start to interview you.

	1: Role Cards
[Instructions]
I will give each one of you a role card. There is some information of the person you will become on the role card. Read carefully and memorize them. Then make up a story about your life style. Imagine you are the person on your card. Be creative. You cannot show your card to other students. 
[Demo]

For example, I got the Tom Cruise card.

It says the information here. 

Then I could make up my routine life like, 

‘I woke up at 6am this morning and I went to gym to keep my body in good shape, then I flied to Paris to do a TV commercial there and I had dinner in NY and I am home in L.A now.
Okay. I will give you 3 min.
(Hand out role cards and monitor discretely)

CCQ: 

Can you show your card to another person? N

What will you do when you get your role card? (Read and memorize and make up a story of your daily routine or your life style)

How much time do you have? (3 min)

Okay. Start.
Ask the students who got politician or musician if they know about them

Do you need more time to prepare your story?

(If yes, give them 30 more seconds)

Okay, time’s up!

2: Interview

[Instructions]
I had also said you will interview a person in the front when you are at your seat. 
[Eliciting possible questions]
What possible questions are there to interview them? What do you have to know to guess who they are? (their job, appearance, reputation etc)
So how can you make questions to get this information? 

(What is your job? How old are you? Are you a woman or a man? Do people like you? Where do you live? Etc)

[Instruction Continued]
Now we will do the interview. But first we will divide two groups. I will cut the middle here. 
You guys are group A and you guys are group B. You can discuss with your group members to guess the person in the front.

A group that guesses more correct names wins.

Anyone can ask about anything. The person in the front has to make up possible answers and answer the questions. It doesn’t have to be a fact or true.

Just give them possible answers so they can guess who you are.
CCQ:
What will you do when you are at your seats?

(Interview the person in the front to guess who the person is)

What will you do when you are in the front?

(Make up possible answers and give them answers)
Okay, let’s start interviews.
