<Instruction>

You have just escaped from your sinking ship and are afloat in a lifeboat. Unfortunately, there are too many people of you and the lifeboat is also sinking. Two people must be out of the lifeboat. The two chosen will have to jump overboard.
Ok, you will get the role-card. You will be the person on the card. Everyone will be in the different position.

Please read your role-card and remember your role. 
(Distribute role cards)

Read your card.  Don’t Show your card to anyone. I will give you 2 min.
CCQ) What do you do?
Do you show your card?

How many minutes do you have?

Ok, time’s up. I will give you some guidelines.

It would be useful expression and grammar before we are going to role playing.

Let’s see. 

( Show expression  and grammar and encourage Ss to use)

Read loudly together.

Ss listen to teacher’ demonstration and act their role-playing. Introducing themselves and giving proper reason to  Ss. Listening introduction, information  and proper reason for staying from others.

(Teacher acts one role)

I am a scientist. I should stay in the lifeboat because I found a cure for cancer. Only I know the way of making the medicine.

Ok, remember again that say who you are and why you should stay in the lifeboat.

Be imaginative and give lots of reasons.

After each person has spoken , you can ask each other questions
When you have done this, you must each write on a piece of paper the two people you think should jump overboard.
Then let’s start and find out who must be out.

CCQ) What do you say?
How many minutes do you have?

How many persons do you choose?

(Monitor discretely)

(Ask if they need more time. If so, give them 2 more min)
