	Objectives:

Ss will be able to practice the past progressive tense while discussion with class.  
Ss will be able to freely express themselves where they want to go on holiday. 
Ss will be able to know how to use convincing sentence freely.  


	Language Skills:

Listening:  teacher’s talk , group discussion
Reading: role cards and ppt
Speaking: role playing, sharing information and giving specific reason.
Writing: write down reasons on their cards. 


	Language Systems:

Function: giving  information
Lexis: vocabulary 
Grammar: helping verb ( Should) / Vocabulary / function that are related to convincing    
Discourse: introducing themselves


	Assumptions:

Ss may know of simple past sentence structure. 
Ss may already know what holiday is and family planning. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not know some difficult words on role cards.
· T pre teaches unfamiliar words
Some of Ss may not active in the discussion.

· Encourage Ss by asking for his/her personal experience

	-Good afternoon, everyone. Did you all have a good week? In less than a month, Christmas is coming soon!!! 
<Introduction of Task>
-Do you all have plans with your family to go somewhere on holiday? My family is still debating between Jejudo or Hawaii. My dad and brother wanted to go to Jejudo but my mom and I are hoping to go visit my sister in Hawaii. 

(T shares about the family holiday plan) 
-Would anyone like to share with class about their family holiday plan? What did your family decided to go to?

	Ss listens to the student who is sharing her/his family plan. 
Ss freely talk about their family holiday plans. 

<Role cards>
Read their own role cards
Read Ss role cards and write down the reasons. 
Ask teacher if they have a hard time understanding of their roles.
<Role playing>
Ss listen to teacher’ demonstration and act their role-playing. 

Ss convincing each other to decide where to go on a holiday. 
	<Vocabulary>
Where have you been? / Where have you visited? 

Who did you go with? 

Where did your family ended up going during holiday? 

 (Elicit vocabulary)

<Instruction>
(Write on the board ‘Where shall we go on holiday?’)

T: Today,  all of you guys will be Kim’s family planning on a holiday. Arguing where each of you guys want to go somewhere different places but ALL OF YOU need to participate and agree to only one place where everyone in the family decide to go.
Teacher’s notes:

1. Tell the students to form groups of 5-7

2. Give each student a role card, and explain that they are a family planning a holiday

3. Ask them to study their cards for a minute or two and prepare themselves for the argument.

4. Ask the family members to introduce themselves, without revealing their tasks.

5. Ask the father to open the family discussion.

6. The activity ends when they've come to a conclusion where to go.
7. You can ask the students to read out their cards at the end and compare how much of their goals they were able to reach.
<Instructions>
As I shared about my family holiday plan. I will be giving each of you a role card. Read and memorize the information on the card. Do not show your partner. 

After you are done reading your own role cards: 

I want all of you guys to write down:

1. Think about the PLACE where you want to go on holiday with your family. 

2. Write some good reasons to convince other family members. 
I will give you about 3 minutes.

Can you show your card to your partner?

How much time do we have?

What are you going to do after you are done reading the card? 

What do you need to write down on your card?  

T: you may begin! ( 
*This activity will end when you guys come to a conclusion where to go. 
(after 3 min)

T: Before we start role playing, let’s discuss about what phrases are useful if you want to convince other people. 

(Write some example phrases on the board)
