	Aims:
Main aim:

To enable ss to improve their listening skills by having ss listen to personal charaters of 4 speakers. 

Second aim: 
Ss will learn about personal characters and idioms by having ss do worksheets, by listening the passages and by matching idioms.
Personal aim: 
I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learners
I want to deliver more clear demonstration to the students.


	Language skills:

-Listening: Ss will listen to short speeches of the speakers about themselves and what kind of partner they are looking for.
-Speaking: Ss will talk about their answer and their lifetime partner in a role-play.

-Reading: Ss will read an idioms’ worksheet and transcripts of speakers.

-Writing: Ss will be dictated detail information of speakers 


	Language systems:

-Phonology : N/D
-Lexis : idioms used in describing people’s personalities

-Grammar : relative clauses (usage of who)

-Function : self-pr and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
-Discourse :N/D


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-vocabulary for personal character

-what is a blind date

-teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of course

-most students have been on a  blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems
Solutions
-Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

-Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

-Ss may need more time to work on      the idioms

-If time is short
Let ss listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

If it takes more than 8min, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of having ss write them on board.

Cut post activity short: By cutting answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of having ss write them on board.

Instruction
Have you ever been on a blind date? Was it good experience?

(Share information)

CCQ

Do you meet someone who you already know on a blind date?-No

Do you meet someone who you don’t know on a blind date?-Yes

Work individually. Fill in the blanks on the worksheet. You have only 1minute.

(Distribute the worksheet)

ICQ

Are you going to work individually?        

How much time do you have?

What are you going to do?

Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left, 10 seconds left

Check answer : let students read the sentences.

	Procedure:
Ⅰ. Worksheet 2
(Elicit a word “compatible”)

What do we call when do you have some similarity with each other?

CCQ
If we have the same hobby, are we compatible?-Yes If you have many differences, are you compatible?-No

Instruction

Show a picture. This is David. Can you describe David? What would be his personality? 

(Students will share the information about what they guess David’s personality.)

You will listen something about David. He is looking for someone who is compatible. Let’s listen.
(Give a worksheet to the students)

Ss will listen it one more time. It will take 3minutes. Fill in the blanks while listening. Work individually.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Are you going to work individually?
(SS will listen again)

(Third listening : Ss can stop, rewind, and play again while listening) 

Check answers : let ss read what they wrote.
(Divide ss into 3groups.)

(Distribute pictures of other 3speakers to each team)

Instruction

Group 1

One group will read about one of 3speakers and other group will fill in the blanks.
ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are group1 will only reading the passage?-Yes

Other groups will only writing the details?-Yes

(Group1 will read the passage about speaker2 and other groups will dictate.)

Check answers: let group2&3 read what they wrote.

(Follow the same cycle for groups 2&3)

Ⅱ. Role-play (speed dating)

(Elicit a word “speed dating”)
You try to meet a lot of people at one time. What kind of date is it?

Instruction

Arrange the desk and chairs in the middle of the classroom. Ss sit face to face on both side of the desk. Ss sitting one side will talk about themselves and someone who they are looking for their partner for lifetime for a minute then change their seat and talk it again to other partner. Ss other side will be just listening what ss on the other side say. After all ss finish talking change to the other side. (Follow the same rule for the other side ss.) 
ICQ

What are you going to do?

How many minutes can you speak?

Are you guys (group1) going to just speaking?- Yes

Are you guys (group2) going to just listening?-Yes

(Run the activity)
Did you find anyone who you are compatible with?

(Share the information.)

	Materials: Idioms worksheet, Board, Board maker, Idioms cards for matching game.

Instruction

Divide ss into 3 groups. Work in groups. Match the idioms and the meanings. You have 5 minutes.

Are you going to work individually?

What are you going to do?

Monitor discreetly.

Give time warning: 3minutes left. 30 seconds left.

Check answer: Let ss write answer on the board. Ss will read the complete sentences. Then checking the answer.

Explain the meaning if necessary
