Assumptions:


Students already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


PRB (problem): If Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening?


ANS: 1st listen without worksheet


         2nd Fill the blank


         3rd listen with worksheet





PRB:  If time is short for students?


ANS: Before the listening tell them “everybody can fill the blank during listening 


         (when tape is turn on) When tape is end put down your pencil” alarm the time





PRB:  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated?


ANS: Ask check the answer twice and share with partner if there are any differences
