	Procedure:

Hello everyone, how was your weekend? (Wait for Ss response) I went to a furniture store because I needed to buy a new dining table. Before I went, I called the store first to find out if they have the style I like or not. Have you ever called a store before you visited to find out some information? 

(Elicit and accept all possible answers) 

Ok, so today, we will listen to the store-recorded message, which you can normally hear when you call a store.  Many stores have tape-recorded messages advertising their services. 

First of all, let’s look at some pictures.

	Materials: PPT with pictures to introduce vocabulary

	Procedure:

Pre-teach 

1. store hours

2. close

3. price

4. additional 

1 & 2 Show a picture of store “hours” 

Do you recognize this sign? 

Where can you see it? 

What information does it have?

Write “store hours” and “close” on the board. 

Ask Ss to repeat several times. 

CCQ

What information does store hours sign tell you?

What time does this store open? And close? 

3. Show pictures of different price tags. 

Have you seen this before? 

Where have you seen it? 

What information does it have?

Write the word; “price” on the board. 

Ask Ss to repeat several times. 

CCQ 

Point at an object that belongs to a student. 

Ask “What is the price of ~?” 

Does air have price? 

4. Do you know another word for “extra, more, or added?”

Wait for Ss response. (Additional!)

Excellent! That’s the word I’m looking for. 

Write “additional” on the board. 

Ask Ss to repeat several times. 

CCQ

Does ‘additional’ mean more? Or less? 

Ok, great job! 

Now we are ready to listen to the audio. 

	Main Activity

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the main idea. 

Instructions

Put your pens down. Listen to the recorded message. While listening, I want you to think about 2 questions. 

(write questions on the board)

1. What store is this? 

2. What information can we gain from this message?  

CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are two questions you have to think about? 

(Play the audio)

Do you want to listen again? 

Yes( Have them listen one more time. 

No ( Have them share their thoughts. 

What store is this? 

What kind of information did you hear from the message? Did you hear the owner’s name? Did you hear the store hours? (Elicit and accept all possible answers) 

2. Listening for Details 

Instructions

Now, I want you to listen for the exact store hours. Find out what time the store opens on Wednesdays. This time, you can work with a partner. (hand out worksheets)

CCQ 

What are you suppose to do?

What day of the week are you going to listen for? 

 Can you work with a partner? 

(Play the audio)

Do you want to listen again? 

Yes( Have them listen one more time. 

No ( Have them check answers with other Ss.  

Next information I want you to listen for is: How much would you pay for a pair of eyeglasses if it cost $100 during the rest of week? Again, you can work with a partner. 

CCQ
What are you suppose to do? 

How much is the eyeglasses during the rest of week? 

Can you work with a partner?  

(Play the audio)

Do you want to listen again? 

Yes( Have them listen one more time. 

No ( Have them check answers with other Ss.

	Procedure:

I. Free production 

Instructions

Imagine you run a business. You want to record your own store-recorded message that your customers can hear when they call your store. Consider what kind of information you want to record. You have 10 minutes to work. 

CCQ

What are you going to do? 

Are you working alone?

Are you going to share it afterward?  

How much time do you have? 

(passively monitor)

If Ss finish earlier than planned, have Ss present their writing or do a role-play activity with a partner. 

II. Conclude the lesson

How was today’s lesson? Is this going to help you the next time you call a store? (wait for Ss response)

Aims:


To introduce and practice new vocabulary relating to the store hours and their services by listening to the eyeglasses store recorded message


To develop listening skills by listening to the store recorded message 


To develop writing skills by creatively writing a paragraph of their own store message








Language Skills:


Listening: listening to the audio 


Speaking: discussion with partner, comparing answers with groups


Writing: creating their own store recording message 





Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabulary relating to eyeglasses store hours and their services


Function: listening to the recorded store message


Grammar: free production writing activity











Assumptions:


Students already know


how the class is set up and run 


the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


most students have called a store and listened to the store message





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not follow the passage easily,


( Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the audio as many times as needed 


Ss may not be able to understand details from the listening,


( Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


Ss may have problem writing a paragraph,


( Demonstrate some possible sentences & teach extra vocabulary 


If time is short 


( Ss can work on their free writing at home


If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 


( Ss present their writing and present a role playing
