Materials:

Aims:

- To learn vocabulary and expressions related to foods.
- To practice listening to fast paced conversation in real life, of English speakers.
- To practice picking up on correct details to answer questions on the worksheet. 
- To practice speaking by sharing ideas with group members in English. 
 

Language Skills:

Listening : Two speakers’ conversation about Ordering food menu. What  foods will he take and how much / many of them will he buy.
Reading : Vocabulary worksheet, Making sentences.
Speaking : Comparing answers with partners, sharing opinions / ideas with group members. 
Writing : Vocabulary worksheet, Making sentences.
Language Systems:

- Lexis : deluxe, to go, disgusting, hearty eater
- Function : ordering food for real life
Assumptions about Students:

Students already know

- how to say some foods in English.
- how to say order foods.
- how to work in pairs and groups.
- the teacher’s teaching style.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be familiar with pronunciations, accents and intonations of the speakers. 

→ Play the audio file at least two times so the students can understand the speakers’ conversation better. 
- Students may find difficulties picking up on correct details from the listening. 

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play) so they do not get confused. 
- Some students may not be able to understand teacher’s English explanations when they do the vocabulary worksheet for the pre-activity. 
→ Try to use gestures and pictures more to help their understanding.
- If students finish their worksheets or activities earlier than anticipated,
→ Ask them to double check their answers and give many students a chance to express their opinions and ideas.

Elicit vocabulary

(student answers)

<disgusting>

If you want to eat some food but your food already rot, how do you feel?
(student answers)

<hearty eater>

If you love eating a lot of food, how do we call that person? 

(student answers)

Instruction

I  will  give to you vocabulary worksheet. You can see four different words. Please listen to the explanation for each word.

(Hand out the worksheet)

I already wrote the words definitions. Maybe you can understand that words. 

Please repeat after me that words.

Check your words definition.  I can give 3minets.

	1. Listening for the main idea
Instructions
Show the restaurant picture.

Where is this place?

What kind of food does he order?

What is going to happen between speakers?

Listen to the audio file carefully.  And write down anything on your notebook. Try to listen to the food names and guess what they are doing from the speakers’ conversation.

CCQ
Do you take notes while the audio file is playing?

Do you work alone?

Play the audio file.
After finish, ask students to compare the answers they got after listening to the audio file.

Students will notice the differences.

If students need to listen one more time
Yes: Play the audio file one more time for the students and talk your partner.
No:  Go to next activity.
2. Listening for Details

Instructions
Now listen to the speakers’ conversation and   check  your  answer before listening without worksheet. 

(Hand out the worksheet)

Play the audio file. 

Students can compare their answer with other students.

After finish, Choose 3 words and making sentences with words. I can give 5minutes. And talk your sentences with your partner. 

Check students answers : Pick 2 people and share their sentences.  If they make mistakes, I can make corrections..

	 Instructions 
(Hand out food menu work sheet)

I will give food menu worksheet and 2 people will be one group. Think about your ordering food and talk with your partner. 1 person will be server and another person will be customer. Make a situation with your partner. I will give 7 minutes.

Students talk about the ordering food situations. Monitor each group. And if the students struggle to conversation, I can help activity and give some idea.

CCQ

After talking time, pick one group and do activity in front of their students. 

Check their conversation and correct their errors.

deluxe (adjective): of higher quality than similar products 
to go: takeout 
disgusting (adjective): extremely unpleasant and making you feel sick 
hearty eater (noun): someone who enjoys eating a lot 

<Script>

Server: Hi. Welcome to Joe's Hamburger Restaurant. [Hi] Home of the one-pound super deluxe hot and spicy cheeseburger. Will this be for here or to go? 

Customer: Uh, to go. 

Server: Okay. What would you like today? Would you like to try the one-pound super hot and spicy cheeseburger? 

Customer: Uh. I don't think so. I'd probably have heartburn for a week after downing that monster. 

Server: Well. It's our house special this week, and it comes with fries, and a large specialty drink called "Everything-but-the-kitchen-sink." 

Customer: A what? "Everything-but-the-kitchen-sink"? What in the world is that? 

Server: Well, it's a little mix of everything in a large cup: Pepsi, Sprite, Fanta Orange, and lemonade with crushed ice and a scoop of ice cream. 

Customer: Ah, that sounds disgusting. 

Server: Hey, it'll grow on you. 

Customer: Nay, I think I'll just order a hamburger with some mustard and lettuce and a glass of water. 

Server: Boring. Hey. Would you care for anything else like a side order of amazing cheesy onion rings? 

Customer: No thank you. Onion rings usually don't agree with me. 

Server: Hmm. Okay. Your total comes to ten ninety ($10.90). 

Customer: Ten ninety? For just a hamburger?! You've got to be kidding 

Server: Well, the one-pound super deluxe hamburger is nine dollars. 

Customer: Hey, I didn't order a one-pound burger. I just wanted a simple burger. That's all. 

Server: Well, sir. Joe's Hamburger Restaurant only serves one-pound burgers. [Man!] The one-pound super hot and spicy, the one-pound barbecue burger, the one-pound bacon cheese burger, the one-pound . . . 

Customer: No, no. Those are all huge. 

Server: Well, sir. If you really want something smaller [Yeah], you should order from the kids' menu: The half-pound super hot and spicy burger, the half-pound barbecue burger, the half-pound bacon cheese burger, the half-pound . . . 

Customer: No. Those are still giant burgers. 

Server: Well, in these parts, we are hearty eaters. 

Customer: Okay, but you said my total was ten ninety, but the burger only comes to ten bucks. What about the other ninety cents? 

Server: Well, sir. We only serve natural spring water from yonder hills, and . . . 

Customer: Okay, okay. I'll take the giant burger and a bottle of your spring water. The sandwich should feed me for a week.
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
