	Procedure:
I. Free production
Think of a street you would like to recommend to your classmates. The street may involve full course entertainment such as movie, restaurants and a café. Think of at least 3 places you would like to recommend in that street. This can be outside the country.

Do you both think and draw the street map yourself?
Once you have thought of the street, describe the street to your partner using the vocabulary of directions we have just learnt. Then, the partner needs to draw the map of the street while listening to the speaker. Partner needs to name the three places as well.

Does the listener just listen without doing anything?
Does the speaker draw the street map herself?
How many minutes do per person have to describe their street?

(Teacher monitors)
Share opinion as whole class
Depending on time, three volunteers can share their partner’s recommended places.

Aims:


Learning vocabulary of directions to know how to describe street map by completing vocabulary worksheet and drawing maps.


To predict the address by looking at the picture given


To practice listening to dialogue that gives directions


To practice speaking by sharing their answers and their own experiences











Language Skills:


Reading: Vocabulary worksheet


Listening: 


Listening to conversation between two speakers about the direction to Movie Theater.


Listening to classmates’ opinion


Writing: Cloze and dictation


Speaking: Sharing opinions between the classmates. 





Language Systems:


Lexis: Vocabulary for directions


Grammar:  Sharing their experience of going to movie theater (“have been to”)


Function: Asking direction of a place











Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching


They need to be aware of time management


Basic terms of direction (North, West East, South)


Have a place they want to recommend to the class





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may find the listening too fast.


Speaker on the computer may not be clear enough for students to catch information just by listening few times


Students may need the listening to be repeated more


5 minutes of pair works may be too short


Students may already know some of the basic terms
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
