Aims:


To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing appearance by filling in the blanks in worksheet


To predict nationalities from by completing the worksheet


To practice listening with filling in the blanks in worksheet


To practice speaking by conversation with pair works














Language Skills:


Reading: worksheet with pair


Listening: the speaker’s short speeches about appearance of dance partner


Speaking: discuss about their favorite partner style for party

Assumptions:


Students already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


Listen to track again without worksheet


Students may not be able to pick up details from listening


  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


If time is short for students


Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2 groups to share their opinions about their party partner


If students finish their work earlier than anticipated


Give chance to share their ideas with other group about party partner who they like to go with
