	Language Skills:
Reading: Ss will read the subtitles 

Speaking: Ss will discuss about the answers and they will have a conversation during the activities
Listening: Dictation the animals’ sounds

Writing: Completing the worksheets


	Language Systems:
Phonology: Various animal sounds

Lexis: Name of animals and the sounds
Grammar: None to discuss

Function: Memorizing the words unconsciously
Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Some students might not know the sounds in English
Some students might not be able to dictate the work sheet completely
Some students don’t want to sing a song loudly


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Students know the sounds but cannot write in English

-I will prepare the examples so that they don’t get confused

Some students are not able to fill out all the blanks

-I will let them work on completing the sheets as pairs

Some students feel shy and don’t sing a song with proper volume

-I will encourage them to sing loudly by grouping and competition
