Hello, everyone! How are you feeling today?
Yesterday, I had a conversation with my sister about the meaning of our names. My Korean name is Eun-yoeng . These are Hanja letters and that means “Grace of God is forever.”
I think your names have very various meanings like my name. How about you?
Today, we are talking about “Mistaken Names”.

	Procedure:

1. Vocabulary

Let’s learn 4 keywords in the reading text. How many? 
*explore

[Write ‘internet _______’ on the board]
A. Presentation

We always see this word. What word we can fill in the blank? Okay, ‘explorer’. Why do we use internet explorer? Yes, for searching for something on the internet. To do this, we travel around the internet sites. 
[Write ‘explore’ next to ‘internet explorer’]

In that case, we say “we explore some internet sites to find something.” So, explorer came from explore. Explorer is a noun and explore is a verb. 
B. CCQ

Why does someone travel around a place in order to learn it?
Okay, to explore the place. 

*native

A. Presentation

We are learning English. We are studying hard English. I think we cannot have fluency, pronunciation and culture background like English speakers. Why? We aren’t born in English-spoken country. We are foreigners. So, how can we call someone who is born in USA? That word has the opposite meaning of “foreigners”. We can say blabla speakers. Yes, that word is “native speakers”.
[Write ‘native’ on the board.)
Native can become both adjective and noun.

B.CCQ
Who is the native in USA in this class? 

Can we say that Sue is a native of Korea?
*legend
A. Presentation
We have heard about old stories. There are different old stories in the world. Some of them are about heroes or heroines We don’t know if they are true or false. What are they? Yes, we call them “Legends”.

[Write ‘legend’ on the board]
The legend is a noun.


B. CCQ

Can we call ‘Myth of Dangun’ a legend?

What legend have you heard about?
*error

A. Presentation
What word can we replace a mistake with? The first letter is ‘e’. Yes, error. 

[Write ‘error’ on the board]

Error is a mistake. This is a noun. 
B.CCQ

[Write ‘There is a apple.’ on the board.]

Does this sentence have an error?

What error do you think?

2. Expressions
A. Presentation

[Write ‘mistake A for B’ on the board.]

Mistake is both a noun and a verb. This expression means that someone thinks wrongly that A is B.

B. CCQ

[Write ‘Teacher _______ Sunny____ Sun.’ on the board.]

I think she is Sun. but, who is she? Yes, she is Sunny. Then, how can we fill the blanks?

	Procedure:

1. Guiding Questions

[Write the question on the board.]

“How did the new names make in the text?”
Instruction
Let’s read the question together!

Think about the answer as you read this text. I’ll give you 3min to read. Read individually and silently. 

CCQ

What will you do as you read?

Do you read alone?

How much time do you have?

[Pass out the text and run the task.]
Let’s start.

Feedback

Do you need more time to read?

[Yes → give 30 seconds extra reading time]

[No →make groups of 4 members and have Ss share their ideas in groups for 1 minutes.]

What do you think about this question?

[Have all three groups answer]

I agree with this answer.

2. Comprehension task
Instruction
You will have a worksheet. There are three questions. Answer the questions as you read the text again individually. I’ll give you 2 minutes.

CCQ

How many questions do you have?
How much time do you have?

Do you work alone?

Pass out the text and run the task.]

Let’s start.

Feedback

Do you need more time to read?

[Yes → give 30 seconds extra reading time]

[No →make groups of 4 members and have Ss share their answers in groups for 1 minutes.]

[Ask each group to answer each question. Group #1 should answer the Q.1. Then, ask the other groups to agree with the answer.]

Aims:





To be familiar with keywords and expression through T’s explanation and CCQ


To get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question


To improve scanning skill by answering three comprehension questions


To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group








Language Skills:





Reading : reading text “Mistaken Names”/worksheet


Writing :answering comprehension Qs / taking notes during post activity


Speaking : sharing ideas in a group


Listening : listening to T’s explanation, instruction and classmates’ ideas





Language Systems:





Lexis : explore, native, legend and error


Pronunciation : explore, native, legend and error


Grammar : mistake A for B








Assumptions:





Most of Ss have heard about some old stories such as myth of Dangun, a Korean old story.


Ss are aware of relative pronoun and [noun + -ing] phrases.


Ss know how to skim and scan.


Ss are used to working individually and in groups of 4.


The seating arrangement is good for group work. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not understand the context words


→ Ss can use their English dictionaries or ask T to help them





There may not be enough time to complete the lesson


→ Assign the post activity writing task as a homework assignment





Some Ss may finish the main tasks earlier than others.


→ Give them the supplementary worksheet “Vocabulary Review”
