	Procedure:

Hello everyone, The weather is getting colder and colder. Be careful not to catch a cold. When you do get a cold, what do you do for a treatment? 

(Elicit and accept all possible answers) 

One thing I was surprised to see when I moved back to Korea is that people go to hospitals a lot more compare to people in the Unites States. When I lived in the states, I didn’t go to a hospital when I got a light cold. I just stayed home and try to relax in my bed. Do you agree that people in Korea go to hospitals more often? (Wait for Ss response)

Why do you think people in Korea go to hospitals often? 

(Han, ask for her opinion) 

So in today’s lesson, we’ll read about hospitals. 

First, let’s learn few vocabulary words.

	Procedure:

Pre-teach 

1. Infection

2. Housekeeping

3. Hygiene

1. Show a picture of “infection” 

What do you see in this picture?

Yes. We see two girls in a classroom. 

What’s wrong with the girl in the front? She’s sick. 

Is there any chance the other girl will get a cold too? 
Do you think this girl can give her sickness to her friends at school? 

[Show the definition]

Ask Ss to read the definition. Ask Ss to guess the word. 

Show the word. Repeat several times. 

CCQ

Does ‘infection’ mean giving your sickness to other? 

Does ‘not washing your hands’ increase the chance of infection? 

2. Show a picture of “housekeeping” 

What do you see in this picture? 

[Show the definition]

Do you know another word for the work you do to keep a house clean? 

Wait for Ss response. (Housekeeping)

Good. Show the word and have Ss repeat several times.

CCQ 

What are some basic housekeeping you do everyday?

Who normally does housekeeping at hotels? 

3. Show a picture of “hygiene”

What do you see in this picture? 

Do you know another word for things that you do to keep yourself clean? 

Wait for Ss response. (Hygiene)

Excellent! That’s the word I was looking for. 

Show the word on the board. 

Make Ss repeat several times.

CCQ

Is brushing your teeth regularly an important part of good dental hygiene? 

What is some personal hygiene you do everyday?

Ok, great job! 

Now we are ready to read the text.

	Procedure:

1. Read for the main idea. 

Instruction

I want you to read the text alone and think about this question. 

-According to the text, why do so many people die in US hospitals? 

I will give you three minutes to read and answer the question. 

CCQ

So what question are you going to think about while reading? 

Are you working with a partner? 

How many minutes do you have?

(Distribute the text and let Ss read the text)

Ok. It looks like all of you are done reading. So why do so many people die in US hospitals? Did you find the answer? 

(Wait for Ss response) 

2. Reading for Details 

Instructions

Now, I want you to read again and answer 2 questions. This time, please underline in the text where you see answers to the questions. 

First question is: What happen if doctors put on gloves without washing their hands first? 

Second question is: How do cooks and other food handlers infect the food? 

I’ll give you 10 minutes to read and discuss your answers with your partner. 

CCQ 

What are you suppose to do?

What are you going to do when you see the answer?

Are you working alone? 

How much time do you have?

(Let Ss read the text and discuss with partners)

Check Ss understanding. 

Sue, what did you answer for the first question? 

Crystal, do you agree? 

Where did you underline in the text? 

Good, that’s the correct answer. 

Kristy, what did you answer for the second question? 

Cris, do you agree? 

Where did you underline in the text?

Good, that’s the correct answer.

Instructions

CCQ

Aims:


Students will be able to tell the main idea of the text by skimming 


Students will be able to answer detailed questions by scanning 


Students will be able to talk about unclean conditions in hospitals through group discussions 








Language Skills:


Listening: Students will listen to each other during group discussions 


Reading: Students will be reading the text several times to answer T’s questions 


Speaking: Students will have several short discussions during the class 








Language Systems:


Phonology: Students will repeat key vocabulary several times 


Lexis: Students will learn vocabulary relating to hospital hygiene and housekeeping 


Function: Students will read an article about poor hospital housekeeping 








Assumptions:


Students already know


how the class is set up and run 


the T’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


most Ss have visited a hospital and experienced uncleanness 


Ss are familiar with hospital related vocabulary such as germ, pressure, stethoscope, sanitary, and etc. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not follow the passage easily,


( Follow the task-feedback circle: let them read the text as many times as needed 


Ss may not be able to understand details from the text,


( Chunk the text (read a paragraph and analyze together)


Ss may have problem answering detailed questions


( Demonstrate by solving one question together


If time is short,


( Cut the discussion time


If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 


( Ss may write down their opinions to practice writing skill   
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
