Greeting
Hello, everybody.
Eliciting by pictures
Do you know elephants?

Yes, you know elephants.
How does it look like?

Where do they live?

What do they eat?

Are elephants fierce / playful / shy?

(Show students a picture of an elephant)

Well, look at this picture. 

How do you think?

What is this elephant doing now? 
It’s playing with the snow.  
Let me show you another picture.

Look at this face.
It looks like smiling. Isn’t it cute?
I Think the elephant is playful.

It really likes to play in the water, too.

Then, do you think the elephant is smart?

Introduce the topic
Today, I want to tell you about the elephant called Koshik.

	Procedure:

1, Pre-vocabulary 
Let me know you some vocabularies before we read the text.

(Start by writing No1.2. 3. on the board)
Elicit
Well, in China, people speak Chinese to communicate each other.

What do people speak to each other in Japan? 
(Give students time to answer)…Japanese.

Then, what do you think the elephants use to each other?
They use… (Give students time to answer)…elephantese. That’s right.

They can speak elephantese fluently to communicate to each other.

(Write the word ‘elephantese’ on the board next to No1.
Teacher can analyze  the word: You can put suffix(-ese) at the end of the animal word to make another animal language)
Then, what do dolphins speak to each other? (dolphinese)
How about monkeys? (monkeynese)
Yes, they use their own language to each other.

Why do they speak to each other?

And why do you speak to each other?

(Answer will be ‘to communicate each other
If not, ask why do you use body language to foreigner?)
(Write the word ‘communicate’ on the board next to No 2.)
Do you like to speak with somebody to communicate?

We communicate to each other, with family, with friends, with teacher...someone else we know.
So, we have this with them.

I have this with you, too. We talk together, walk together, study together, and eat together. 

What is this? (relationship)

That’s right. It is called relationship.

(Write the word ‘relationship’ next to No 3.)

I think I have a good relationship with you. 
Is that right?
CCQ(Ask and point the word)
What language do elephants speak?

Why do they speak to each other?

Do you have a good relationship with me?

	Procedure:
1. Skimming for main idea.
(Write the guiding question on the board)

“What can Koshik do?”
Instruction

What is the question? 
Now I will give you reading text.

Read this text and think about the answer.
I’ll give you 3 minutes. Work alone

CCQ

What are you going to do?

Do you work alone?

How many times do you have?
(Distribute the reading text)

(Write ‘What can talk, 
Reasons why can talk, 
How to talk’ in row on the board)

Feedback

Do you need more time to read?

(If yes – give 30 seconds extra reading time

If no – check the answer)

What is the answer?
That right. Koshik can speak Korean

He can say ‘Hello’, ‘Sit down’, ‘No’, ‘Lie down’, ‘Good’, ‘Not yet’ and ‘Yes’ in Korean.
 It’s so amazing!
Do you know his favorite word to say?

Can you guess?

Do you know why?

He heard the sound ‘Good’ repeatedly from his trainer.

So it is said he copied the word ‘Good’ better than other words. 

2 Scanning for details
(Show students a picture of Koshik and trainer)

This is Koshik, and who is this?

How do they look?
Do you think they have a good relationship?
Why do you think Koshik can talk with the trainer?
Someone found the answer.
Instruction 

Ok, now I want you to find 
- 2 possible reasons why Koshik can talk. 
-  how Koshik can talk

Read the text together.
And underline the answers you found, please.
CCQ 

What are questions?

Do you underline the answer?

Ok, Are you ready to read?
Get set, go!

Feed back
Did you find the answers?

I’ll give you one more minute to read by yourself.
Find the answer.

What are the 2 possible reasons why Koshik can talk?

One is…
He had a very close relationship with his trainer…so copied what he heard.

(Write the answer on the board)

Another is…
He was so lonely, and wants to communicate…
(Write the answer on the board)
Do you all agree with the answers?

And How can Koshik make sound?

What does he use?

That’s right. 

He uses his long trunk.
(Write the answer on the board) 
He puts his trunk in the mouth, and shakes it, similar to the way whistling with fingers.

I think this is so amazing. 

This elephant has a special ability.
Instruction  
Ok, now You will read this worksheet.

I want you to find more detail information about the topic. 
Please, answer to the questions.

You’ll have 3minutes. Work alone. 
(Distribute the worksheet)
CCQ

1. Free production
Instruction

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The elephant that can speak Korean
An elephant in Korea has become a language student. Koshik, a 22-year-old male elephant, is already fluent in speaking "elephantese," but he is now trying to learn the Korean language Hangul. A report about Koshik was printed in the online journal "Current Biology". The author of the report is Dr Angela Stoeger-Horwath, who works at the University of Vienna in Austria. Researchers said Koshik has been listening to human speech for many years and has slowly learned to copy it. He can now say the Korean for hello, sit down, no, lie down, good, not yet, and yes. Dr Stoeger-Horwath asked 16 Koreans to listen to 47 recordings of Koshik. They could all understand what he was saying.

The researchers gave a few reasons why they think Koshik can talk. One possibility is that he has a very close relationship with his trainer, Kim Jong-gab. Mr Kim often sleeps near Koshik to keep him company. The trainer talks to him every day, so Koshik copied what he heard. Another is that the elephant is lonely and wants to communicate with people and have friends. The research team said the way Koshik makes sounds is very unusual - he uses his trunk to reproduce human speech. They said he is much better at making vowel sounds than consonant sounds. Trainer Kim Jong-gab said he has one more phrase that he wants to teach Koshik - "Saranghae," or "I love you."

Title: The elephant that can speak Korean








Materials:


- Two pictures of elephant, one picture of the elephant and the trainer


- Reading text


- Reading worksheet (Comprehension worksheet)


- Writing worksheet (‘Koshik Fat File’)


- White board& board marker


- Computer








Aims:


- Ss will be able to familiar with key vocabularies by T’s explanation and CCQ


- Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question.


- Ss will be able to improve scanning skill by reading, underlining and answering the comprehension questions


- Ss will be able to improve writing and speaking ability by making ‘Koshik Fact File’ and sharing idea








Language Skills:





- Reading: reading text ‘The elephant that can speak Korean’, comprehension worksheet


- Writing: answering comprehension worksheet, making ‘Koshik Fact File’


- Speaking: answering teacher’s questions, sharing ideas


- Listening: listening teacher’s explanation, instruction and demonstration, sharing ideas 








Language Systems:


- Phonology:  elephantese, communicate,  relationship 


- Lexis: :  elephantese, communicate,  relationship


- Function: writing a fact file





Assumptions:





Students already know:]


How to work alone, with pairs or group


How the class is set up and run (There will be 6 students around the table


The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course


All students are elementary school students


Students cannot speak fluently but enough to understand the class discussion


Students have their own experiences and knowledge about the elephants








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have different pace in reading text


-> Teacher reads the text with Ss and explains the sentences that Ss do not understand.


Some Ss will have difficulty in doing the comprehension question 


-> Have Ss do themselves first and give some help. If they still don’t know, explain the general story of text.


-     If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)


-> Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their work and cut off the time of post activity.


      -      If students finish their activity early (SOS plan)


-> Give Ss an extra comprehension question worksheet
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
