	Aims
- Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve and practice their speaking skills by having Ss talk about “feeling and emotion”.
- 2nd Aim: Ss will discuss ‘feeling and emotion’ by having Ss do Q&A worksheets and make a dialogue using the target words and practice their speaking in pairs.
- Personal Aim: I want to improve my teaching pace for time management.


	Language Skills
- Speaking skill: Ss will practice their speaking by answering the questions on worksheets and talk with their partner.
- Listening skill: Ss will listen to their classmate’s ideas and teacher’s instructions.
- Reading skill: Ss will read the questions on worksheets.
- Writing skill: Ss will write their own dialogue in pairs.


	Language Systems
- Lexis: Ss will learn the meaning of the words about expressing feelings.
- Function: Ss will talk about their feelings.
- Phonology: none to discuss

- Grammar: none to discuss

Demonstration

Here, I have 3 words about the feelings. Imagine that I am Jane and I am in the classroom with my friend Tom.
Jane: I am very embarrassed with my low grade of exam. I think I did well, but…
Tom: Don’t be disappointed. You have the chance by next time. Well, is it too bad? Can I see?

Jane: Yes, here it is. It seems to be something wrong.
Tom: Um…Oh my god! What happened? This is my paper! Oh, I’m ashamed for this..!

Making groups

Simply “feeling, emotion, feeling…”
(Let Ss repeat after me)

All the ‘feeling’ move to this side, and

all the ‘emotion’ move to the other side.

Now we are going to play ‘speed game’. I am going to give each group some words about the feeling expression. The team that plays first lines up in a row and just the first person can see the words. After checking words, the first person express the word to the second person without speaking, only using the body language. I will give 1 minute to each group.
