1. vocabulary

Let’s learn some vocabulary that will help you to read the text
*contagious (write it on the board)
Eliciting

Can you guess what this means?

Toothache is not contagious, but Flu is contagious.
When I went back from the Philippines with my mother and my son, I had a high fever so I isolated alone right after arriving in korea. That time SARS spread all over my country. Each border control was equipped the machine for checking passengers’ body temperature.
Contagious is an adjective. It means easily spread from person or animal to others
CCQ

If you have a Flu, you’d better cover your mouth

Because it is contagious. Is it true or false?

*communicable is something that is possible to pass on to other people

It is same meaning of contagious in today’s reading text.

*contaminated

Eliciting

Three years ago, I got a hepatitis type A

After I went to the Everland with my son and his friends,

I felt vomited .

I grabbed a toilet for two days.

People around me asked “Are you pregnant?”
Because many women experience sickness during pregnancy.
The sickness was becoming unbearable.

So I went to the hospital.

But a doctor said “ Did you wash your hands well?”
“You have no sense of sanitation” as a joke

That means the sickness came from dirty food, or dirty hands

*contaminated is something diseased or dirty

CCQ

Can you eat contaminated water?

How can you clean contaminated  water?

*epidemic

Eliciting

We have an injection against a flu epidemic

Because it spread very fast

Every year korea health authorities recommend to get a shot for the old and the young.

*epidemic is a problem caused by disease affecting a very large number of people

CCQ

Did you have an injection against flu epidemic?

*infect is a verb that expose someone to a disease so that they catch it

*organism is a creature so small it cannot be seen without a microscope

CCQ

Tell me synonymous words among them

Is organism big enough to see with eyes?

Let’s repeat after me these words.

Now I am going to pass out a piece of paper

Please write some disease’s name that you know

(Hand out papers)

Then please circle on the words that you think it is contagious, infect, communicable.
Let them speak out their ideas.

I’ll divide into two section of the board.

Infect/ not infect

Write their ideas.

	Procedure:

1. Guiding Questions

How many names of disease in this text?

How can we prevent from contagious diseases?
Instruction

What did I write?

Let’s read the question together.

Think about the answer as you read this text.

I will give 3 mins to read

Read individually and silently.

CCQ

What will you do as you read?

Do you read with your partner?

How much time do you have?

(pass out the text and run the task)

Let’s begin.

Feedback

Do you need more time to read?

(If yes- give 1 min extra reading time

 If no – have Ss share their ideas with partner.

What do you think about this question?

(Have all students answer)

2. Task -A
Instruction

You will have a worksheet.
Look at the main idea.

This text is divided into 4 paragraghs.

Write the correct paragragh number next to each main idea.

CCQ

What will you do? Write the number from 1 to 4

If you are done, check the answers.

3. Task -B
Instruction

There are true or false questions.

Check true or false if you don’t know the answer, you can read the passage one more time.

It’s individual work

I’ll give you 2mins.

CCQ

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

Now let’s check your task

You did a good job.

4. Task –C

We haveto fill in the blanks.

Do you know the meaning of excreta?

Simply, It is a pee-pee or poo-poo or sweat.

It will be easy so let’s check immediately

Materials:

14 copies of each worksheet (key points, The missing word, The right words, passage retelling, pair talking)


White board, markers








Aims:To be familiar with key vocabulary by explanation and CCQ


To be able to the main idea by skimming and reading text and answering a guiding question


To improve scanning skill by answering T/F question


To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.











Language Skills:


Reading:reading text “The spread of disease” with worksheet


Writing:answering T/F question and taking notes of group discussion


Speaking:sharing ideas in a group


Lestening: listening to teacher’s explanation, 


presention,instruction, demonstration,classmates’ideas





Language Systems:


Lexis:contagious, communicable,contaminated,epidemic,infect, organism


Phonology: contagious, communicable,contaminated,epidemic,infect, organism





Assumptions:


Most Ss have  experienced that had sickness.


Ss are aware of communicable diseases


Ss are used to working individually and in groups of 3~4 students


Ss know how to skim and scan





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not understand the words communicable, infect 


    Explain by comparing infect with be sick e.g) headache, cancer, toothache


Ss may not understand how infectious disease spread from a infect patient to uninfected people


    Draw a picture on the board


There may not be enough time to complete the lesson


    Assign the post activity  worksheet as a homework assignment
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
