- Travel phrase worksheet(4 copies)
- Blown-up pictures of an airplane, a passport & a backpack
- Paper which has one traveling abroad plan & 5 questions(2 copies), and a wall chart
- blank papers (10 copies)
- White board & sticky tape


	Aims:
Main: It will be to students(hereafter :Ss) to improve their speaking skills by having Ss talk about traveling abroad.
Secondary: Ss will talk about traveling abroad by having Ss do a worksheet, planning their traveling abroad, and giving advices about anticipated problems.
Personal: I want to improve my teaching & speaking pace.
         Also, I want to learn to give Ss more proper ICQ & CCQ.


	Language skill:
Reading: Ss will read instructor’s plan which is corresponding to some questions.
Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to their classmates’ plan & advices and teacher’s instructions.
Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by having conversations with their partners and answering the questions.
Writing: Ss will write their plan about traveling abroad.

	Language systems: None to discuss
Lexis: Ss will practice Travel Phrases.
Discourse: Ss will practice planning which is corresponding to some questions & giving advices about given anticipated problems.
Function: None to discuss
Grammar: None to discuss
Phonology: None to discuss

	Assumptions:
· Ss already know how the class is set up and run.
· Ss are high intermediate level
· Most Ss have been abroad.
· Most Ss want to travel abroad.


	Anticipated errors and solutions:
	Problems
-Some Ss may not understand some of travel phrases.

-If Ss answered wrongly.

-Ss may need more time to work on the main activity.


-If time is short.





If Ss finish their tasks earlier than I anticipated.
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	Solutions
Explain them as detailed as possible or demonstrate them.

-Ask the same question whole class

-Replace asking directly instead of making an airplane of the post-activity.


-Cut the post-activity short->only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about giving advices about anticipated problems.

Ask as many Ss as possible about giving advices about anticipated problems.

	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Think about traveling abroad

Eliciting
Show Ss Blown-up pictures of an airplane.
Ask Ss “What do you see in this picture?”
And, show Ss Blown-up pictures of a passport & a backpack.
Ask Ss “What do you see in this picture?”
Show Ss these pictures together and ask
“What do you have in your mind by seeing these pictures?”
Show Ss gestures taking a rest somewhere beautiful or relaxing if it is necessary.
Elicit ‘traveling abroad’

CCQ
Is traveling abroad going to Pusan?
Is traveling abroad going to Japan?

Make pairs where they seat.
“000 & 000 together”
Instructions
“I’ll give you this worksheet, complete these travel phrases with your partner, you have 2 minutes.”
“Please, Don’t start before I say go”.

ICQ
What are you going to do?
Are you working with your partner?
How much time do you have?
Do you start when I give you this worksheet? Do you start when I say go?

(Distribute the worksheets for travel phrase)
Have Ss work on the worksheets.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 30 & 10 seconds left.

Check answers: “OK, Let’s share the answers.  Give one answer each.  What is the answer of No. 1?”
Say student’s name ‘000’ and No.1.  Have the student answer, and continue these with changing Ss to the last questions.

Ⅱ: Prediction
Modeling
Put a wall chart of one traveling abroad plan & 5 questions on white board.
“This is one traveling abroad plan & some questions”
“000 could you read the first three sentences?”
When student finishes reading,
“000 could you read the rest?”

	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Planning their vacation abroad

Make groups by telling ‘traveling’ & ‘abroad’.
“Could you say ‘traveling’?” “Could you say ‘abroad’?
Split Ss to two groups, and have Ss seat separately
“All ‘traveling’ please come here.  And all ‘abroad’ please here.” 

Instructions
“I need you to make a plan about traveling abroad working as a group, and I’ll give you this paper which contains this wall chart and a blank paper, I need your plan to have at least 3 answers of these questions.  You have 7 minutes.”
“Please, Don’t start before I say go”

ICQ
What are you going to do?
Are you working as a group?
How much time do you have?
Do you start when I give you this paper? Do you start when I say go?

(Distribute the papers)
Have Ss work on their plan.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 3 min, 30 & 10 seconds left.

Listening their plan: “Let’s share your plan”
Have Ss tell their plan. “How about 000 group first?

	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Think about anticipated problems

“You might have problems or troubles when you are planning a traveling abroad.  Something like “Where can I get a cheaper airplane ticket?” I’ll give you a paper, write down one anticipated problem or troubles when you are planning a traveling abroad.”  “Individually.”
“I’ll give you 1 minute.  Please, don’t start before I say go.”

ICQ
What are you going to do?
Are you working individually?
How much time do you have?
Do you start when I give you this paper? Do you start when I say go?

(Distribute the blank papers)
Have Ss work on the question.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 30 & 10 seconds left.

Ⅱ. Make an airplane

“Let’s make an airplane with that paper which you wrote on.”

Demonstrate with explanation.
“Fold your paper exactly the half, make crease, and unfold paper.”
“Fold the half of the upper side of paper to meet the crease of the middle of paper like making triangle, the other side of paper too.”
“Fold it again the half of the upper side of paper to meet the crease of the middle of paper, the other side of paper too”
“Fold the top of the paper about 5 cm to the other side of paper you folded.”
“Fold the edge of paper to meet the top of paper was folded, and unfold that part, the other side too”

“What we are going to do if flying the airplanes any direction you want, pick the airplane when it’s landing in front of you and pick it up fly it again.  Continue them for 30 seconds.  I’ll give you timing.
“Please come in the middle of class room with you airplane”
Wait until all Ss come in.
“Let’s make some room”
Everyone is positioned. “Start”
Give Ss timing when 5 seconds left.
“Please, go back your seat.”

Ⅲ. Giving advice about an anticipated problem you picked

“Read the anticipated problem you’ve got, and think about a solution.  You have 1 minute.”
Give Ss timing when 30 & 10 seconds left.

Ask 1/2 of Ss the anticipated problem & solution.
“What is the anticipated problem you’ve got? And what solution do you have?

Ⅳ. Conclude lesson
“I didn’t hear any mistake. You did great job today.”
Error correction if necessary.
Unscrambling “traveling” & “aboard” each.
Show them together “traveling aboard”

“Good job today. See you next time.”
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
