Mariah attended Greenlawn's Harborfields

High School. In June of 1990, Mariah made her debut with "Mariah Carey" 

which entered at #73, but on August 4, 1990, it reached #1. Her 1990 self-

titled debut album went multi-platinum and spawned an extraordinary four 

consecutive #1 singles: "Vision of Love," "Love Takes Time," "Someday" 

and "I Don't Wanna Cry," and led to Grammy Awards for Best New Artist 

and Best Female Vocalist. Her 1993 album titled Music Box went ten-times 

platinum. On September 30, 1995, she made music history. Her single 

"Fantasy" from her 1995 Daydream album debuted at #1 on the Billboard 

Hot 100, making her the first female artist to accomplish a number one 

debut in the U.S. Her other Daydream's single "One Sweet Day" remained 

for 16 weeks at the top of the charts. She is the only artist since The 

Beatles to have so many #1 singles and albums. With "Heartbreaker", the 

first single from her 1999 album Rainbow and also her 14 #1 single, she 

became the only artist to top the charts in each year of the 1990s, and 

with "Heartbreaker" at its 60th week atop the Billboard's charts, she 

pushed ahead of The Beatles‘s 59-week record as the only artist with the 

most cumulative weeks spent atop Billboard's Hot 100 Singles chart. 

Following "Heartbreaker," her second single "Thank God I Found You" 

also from her Rainbow album became her 15th #1. "We Belong Together" 

from her 2005 album The Emancipation of Mimi became her 16th #1 single 

and was also her first #1 without any guest artists since her song "My All" 

(also a #1 single) captured the top spot in May 1998. The single "Don't 

Forget About Us" also from her 2005 album Emancipation of Mimi became 

her 17th #1 single, tying her with Elvis Presley's 17 #1 singles. Three 

more Grammy Awards were gained from The Emancipation of Mimi album. 

She is the most successful selling female artist in music history and is 

the only female artist to have the most #1 singles and albums and also 

holds the record for straight #1 singles and albums each year. Along with 

numerous awardsand incredible vocal range, she also composes all of her 

own material, with the exception of song covers.

In April 2008, the single "Touch My Body" became her 18th #1 single, 

pushing her ahead of Elvis Presley's 17 #1 singles. Now she is the only 

artist since The Beatles to have as many number one singles and the only 

singer alive likely to succeed them.
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An actor and producer known as much for his versatility as he is for his 

handsome face, Golden Globe-winning actor Brad Pitt's most widely-recognized 

role may be Tyler Durden in Fight Club(1999). But his portrayals of Billy Beane in’ 

Moneyball’ (2011), and Rusty Ryan in the remake of Ocean’s Eleven(2001) and 

its sequels, also loom large in his filmography.

Pitt was born William Bradley Pitt on December 18, 1963, in Oklahoma, and 

raised in Springfield, Missouri. He majored in journalism at University of 

Missouri, but left college two credits shy of graduating to move to California.

Pitt's earliest credited roles were in television, starting on the daytime soap 

opera ‘Another World’(1964) before appearing in the recurring role of Randy on 

the legendary primetime ‘Dallas’(1978). Following a string of guest appearances 

on various TV series through the '80s, Pitt gained widespread attention with a 

small part in ‘Thelma and Louis’(1991), in which he played a sexy criminal who 

romanced and conned Geena Davis. This lead to starring roles in badly received 

films such as ‘Johnny Swede’(1991) and ‘Cool World’(1992).

But Pitt's career hit an upswing with his casting in ‘A River runs through it’(1992), 

which cemented his status as an multi-layered actor as opposed to just a pretty 

face. Pitt's subsequent projects were as quirky and varied in tone as his 

performances, ranging from his unforgettably comic cameo as stoner roommate 

Floyd in ‘True Romance’(1993) to romantic roles in such visually lavish films as’ 

Interview with the Vampire: :The Vampire Chronicles’(1994) and ‘Legends of the 

fall’(1994), to an emotionally tortured detective in the horror-thriller Seven (1995). 

His portrayal of frenetic oddball Jeffrey Goines in ‘Twelve Monkeys’(1995) won 

him a Globe for Best Performance by an Actor in a Supporting Role.

Pitt's portrayal of Achilles in the big-budget period drama ‘Troy(‘2004) helped 

establish his appeal as action star and was closely followed by a co-starring role 

in the stylish spy-versus-spy flick ‘Mr. and Mrs. Smith’(2005). It was on the set of 

Mr. & Mrs. Smith that Pitt, who married Jennifer Aniston in a highly publicized 

ceremony in 2000, met his current partner Angelina Jolie. Pitt left Aniston for 

Jolie in 2005, a break-up that continues to fuel tabloid stories years after its 

occurrence.

He continues to wildly vary his film choices, appearing in everything from high-

concept popcorn flicks such as ‘Megamind’(2010) to adventurous critic-bait like 

‘Inglourious Basterds’(2009) and ‘The tree of life’(2011). He has received two 

Best Actor Oscar nominations, for ‘The curious case of Benjamin Button’(2008) 

and ‘Moneyball’ (2011).

Pitt and Jolie have six children, including two sons and a daughter who were 

adopted.

She also 

had major roles in two movies that year: Never been Kissed(1999) and Idle 

Hands(1999). In 2000, she had roles in Paranoid (2000/I) and starred in the sci-fi 

TV series ‘Dark Angel’(2000).
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Barack Obama was born to a white American mother, Ann Dunham, 

and a black Kenyan father Barack Obama sr. who were both young 

college students at the University of Hawaii.

Obama attended Columbia University, but found New York's racial 

tension inescapable. He became a community organizer for a small 

Chicago church-based group for three years, helping poor South Side 

residents cope with a wave of plant closings. He then attended 

Harvard Law School, and in 1990 became the first African-American 

editor of the Harvard Law Review. He turned down a prestigious 

judicial clerkship, choosing instead to practice civil-rights law back in 

Chicago, representing victims of housing and employment 

discrimination and working on voting-rights legislation. He also began 

teaching at the University of Chicago Law School, and married 

Michelle Robinson, a fellow attorney. Eventually he was elected to the 

Illinois state senate, where his district included both Hyde Park and 

some of the poorest ghettos on the South Side.

In 2004 Obama was elected to the U.S. Senate as a Democrat, 

representing Illinois, and he gained national attention by giving a 

rousing and well-received keynote speech at the Democratic National 

Convention in Boston. In 2008 he ran for President, and despite having 

only four years of national political experience, he won. In January 

2009, he was sworn in as the 44th President of the United States, and 

the first African-American ever elected to that position.

Since the show ended, she has appeared in a number of TV shows and films. In 1996, she appeared in Venus Rising(1995) as "Young Eve". The next year, she appeared on the ‘The Dini Petty Show’(1989), a Canadian talk show, and spoke about her role in ‘Flipper’(1995) and her general acting career. She began working on P.U.N.K.S(1999) (V), featuring Randy Quaid in 1998. In early 1998, she appeared in ‘Brooklyn South’(1997) as "Melissa". That same year, she was in two episodes (1990) as "Leanne" and in two episodes of ‘ Love Boat: The next Wave’ of ‘Beverly Hills 90210’(1998). She appeared in "Teen Magazine" in 1995 and various European magazines in the following several years. More importantly, she was featured in the February 1999 issue of "Vanity Fair" magazine. She also had major roles in two movies that year: Never been Kissed(1999) and Idle Hands(1999). In 2000, she had roles in Paranoid (2000/I) and starred in the sci-fi TV series ‘Dark Angel’(2000).
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Barack Obama









Barack Obama was born to a white American mother, Ann Dunham, and a black Kenyan father Barack Obama sr. who were both young college students at the University of Hawaii. When his father left for Harvard, she and Barack stayed behind, and his father ultimately returned alone to Kenya, where he worked as a government economist. Barack's mother remarried an Indonesian oil manager and moved to Jakarta when Barack was six. He later recounted Indonesia as simultaneously lush and a harrowing exposure to tropical poverty. He returned to Hawaii, where he was brought up largely by his grandparents. The family lived in a small apartment - his grandfather was a furniture salesman and an unsuccessful insurance agent and his grandmother worked in a bank - but Barack managed to get into Punahou School, Hawaii's top prep academy. His father wrote to him regularly but, though he traveled around the world on official business for Kenya, he visited only once, when Barack was ten.

Obama attended Columbia University, but found New York's racial tension inescapable. He became a community organizer for a small Chicago church-based group for three years, helping poor South Side residents cope with a wave of plant closings. He then attended Harvard Law School, and in 1990 became the first African-American editor of the Harvard Law Review. He turned down a prestigious judicial clerkship, choosing instead to practice civil-rights law back in Chicago, representing victims of housing and employment discrimination and working on voting-rights legislation. He also began teaching at the University of Chicago Law School, and married Michelle Robinson, a fellow attorney. Eventually he was elected to the Illinois state senate, where his district included both Hyde Park and some of the poorest ghettos on the South Side.

In 2004 Obama was elected to the U.S. Senate as a Democrat, representing Illinois, and he gained national attention by giving a rousing and well-received keynote speech at the Democratic National Convention in Boston. In 2008 he ran for President, and despite having only four years of national political experience, he won. In January 2009, he was sworn in as the 44th President of the United States, and the first African-American ever elected to that position.
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Mariah Carey













Mariah Carey was born in Long Island, New York, on March 27, 1969. Her parents are Patricia Hickey (Irish-American) and Alfred Roy Carey (African-American/Venezuelan). Mariah attended Greenlawn's Harborfields High School. In June of 1990, Mariah made her debut with "Mariah Carey" which entered at #73, but on August 4, 1990, it reached #1. Her 1990 self-titled debut album went multi-platinum and spawned an extraordinary four consecutive #1 singles: "Vision of Love," "Love Takes Time," "Someday" and "I Don't Wanna Cry," and led to Grammy Awards for Best New Artist and Best Female Vocalist. Her 1993 album titled Music Box went ten-times platinum. On September 30, 1995, she made music history. Her single "Fantasy" from her 1995 Daydream album debuted at #1 on the Billboard Hot 100, making her the first female artist to accomplish a number one debut in the U.S. Her other Daydream's single "One Sweet Day" remained for 16 weeks at the top of the charts. She is the only artist since The Beatles to have so many #1 singles and albums. With "Heartbreaker", the first single from her 1999 album Rainbow and also her 14 #1 single, she became the only artist to top the charts in each year of the 1990s, and with "Heartbreaker" at its 60th week atop the Billboard's charts, she pushed ahead of The Beatles‘s 59-week record as the only artist with the most cumulative weeks spent atop Billboard's Hot 100 Singles chart. Following "Heartbreaker," her second single "Thank God I Found You" also from her Rainbow album became her 15th #1. "We Belong Together" from her 2005 album The Emancipation of Mimi became her 16th #1 single and was also her first #1 without any guest artists since her song "My All" (also a #1 single) captured the top spot in May 1998. The single "Don't Forget About Us" also from her 2005 album Emancipation of Mimi became her 17th #1 single, tying her with Elvis Presley's 17 #1 singles. Three more Grammy Awards were gained from The Emancipation of Mimi album. She is the most successful selling female artist in music history and is the only female artist to have the most #1 singles and albums and also holds the record for straight #1 singles and albums each year. Along with numerous awardsand incredible vocal range, she also composes all of her own material, with the exception of song covers.

In April 2008, the single "Touch My Body" became her 18th #1 single, pushing her ahead of Elvis Presley's 17 #1 singles. Now she is the only artist since The Beatles to have as many number one singles and the only singer alive likely to succeed them.
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
